The present paper aims to show the development of the violin from the 17th to 18th centry —
the improvement of the musical instrument, the composers and the methods of playing. In this
paper, we reach several conclusion:

First, the origins of the violin are unclear and the methods of playing it can be derived from
some stringed instruments which existed before it.

Second, the violin was not complete from the beginning, but changed according to the demands
of the times. Without a consideration of the violin makers who worked at the Bresica School in
Cremona, northern Italy, we can hardly speak of the violin as we know it. Naturally, we are referr-
ing to A.Stradivari and J.Guarneri.

Third, Corelli and many other composers and artists made contributions to the original method
of playing and to new means of expression. In addition to this, Geminiani and L.Mozart, at al.
perfected the rational system which they left to posterity.

Fourth, we find out that in the history of music, the violin is the leading Baroque and Classical
instrument, and its origins and developments had a great influence on the methods of playing other
instruments.

And we must recognize that we owe to the development of producing instruments themselves
as much as a mere aesthetic pursuit in creating more aesthetic music. That is the human endeavor
to produce more adquate instrument had led to the mastery displayed in today's methods of play-
ing the violin.
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
