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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to review the researches of the social networks
and further to establish a the conceptual frameworks on the married women's social
networks in Cheju Island. This study was proceeded as follows. The theoretical
concepts of the social network were discussed. On this basis, the social network’s
structure and function were distingushied and the characteristics of married women's
networks were clarified. Finally, an example of the social network map was
suggested. Concluded in this map were three factors : 1) the kinds, size and the
importance of the network, 2) the frequency, direction and the conflict degree

of interaction, and 3) instumental or emotional support type. These can show the

structre of social relations, the quality of relationship and the function of social
network in which married women might have relations with any other persons/groups.
The empirical analysis on wives' social networks will be needed to raise the level

of their welfare.
