On The Role of Spontaneous Groups in
the City Saemaul Movement

— on the outskirts of Jeju City —

1 have been interested in the role of the spontaneous group in the evolution
of Saemaul Movement so that I made up my mind to make a survey of the
structure and function of that group at the beginning of 1975, With the help of
two students of the Department of Development Administration, I have made a
survey of many spontaneous groups on the outskirts of Jeju City, The results of
the analysis of the survey are as in the following,

(1) It is necessary for the 30-ager-leaders in the spontaneous groups to train
their leadership, because they play an important role in their society,

When we think over the fact that most leaders in the spontaneous groups have
graduated from the senior-high school, the education for training leadership must
be emphasized in the high school curriculum,

(2) The research for the spontaneous groups will be a big task in future, for
the regulations of the spontaneous groups mark so high rate as 73%.

(3) It is very inspiring thing that the rate of co-operation of the leaders and
members of the spontaneous group on Saemaul Movement marks 73%, 66%.

How we can make concrete it, that is a important problemin the evolution of
Saemaul Movement,

(4) It is satisfactory that the spontaneous groups take a great part in Sae-
maul Movement as time f{ollows, We must sublimate the high consciousness of
participation,

(5) As we testify the fact that the role of the leaders is very important in
the evolution of Saemaul Movement, the leaders of Saemaul Movement should
be interested in the spontaneous groups, and should make the continuous solici-
tation and support of it,
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(6) We will have much expectation of the administrative authorities and mass
media in future than any other time, as those make a great part as a media by
which the spontaneous groups make progress on Saemaul Movement, In partic-
ular, the role of mass media seems to be important,

(7) The rate of response thinking of the goal of the spontaneous group acc-
ordant with the administration in Dong and Ri is 73%, and the rate of response
of non-accordance is 27%.

The Administration in Dong and Ri should call it’s attention to this non-acc-
ordance,

(8) It is necessary to foster the democratic leaders in future, for the demo-
cratic leaders will do their duty as the leaders of the spontaneous groups,

(9> The administrative authorities should perceive the fact that the spontan-
eous groups want to get the economic support in the evolution of Saemaul Mov-
ement, and must take actions,

(10) There are still some potential kye (a mutual financing association)around
Juju-City, and these kye don’t take part in Saemaul Movement directly. It is
necessary to find the way how those kye take part in 3aemaul Movememt posi-

tively,
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
