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A Study on the Sources of Law of Judicial Precedents

This article is the study whether judicial precedents could be the sources of law or
not,

In this study, I took a general survey comparing the systems of law and theories about
the sources of judiciel precedents in Anglo-American law with those of the Continental
law including German, French, Swiss and Japanese Civil law,

And then, I intoduced and criticized theories about problems in Korean Civil Law.

In Korean, there are postive theory and negative theory about the sources of judicial
precedents in law,

The former consists of four groups: the first is that judicial precedents can become
sources of law, as it has practically the binding force of the precedents in Korean Civil
Law, the second is a customary law, the third is another sources of law different from
customary law and the fourth is regarded as “living law”,

But contrary to other Korean scholars’ theories, the author suggested dualistic view
that in Korean Civil Law, judicial precedents may become the sources of law as cust-
omary law in its formal meaning and the sources of law as “living law” (lebendes
Recht) in its practical meaning,
