A Consideration on the Social Action in Organizations

The Action approach, which it involves some meta-theoretical assumptions, can most usefully be seen
as a method of analysis rather than a theory. It offers a frame of reference from which can be derived
a series of related questions about the nature of social life in any organization. Only empirical studies
can provide the answers to these questions but material which they accumulate can be referred bact to a
consistent analytical structure.

The aim of this work has been to formulate and to examine the potential uses of an action frame
of reference as an altenative approach. Beginning from subjectively meaningful nature of social life, it has
been argued that explanation of social action must arise from the definition of the situation and purposes
of the actor. It thus becomes vitally important to understand the varying definition of the situation held
by the actors, the characteristic hierarchy of ends which they bring to the organization and the nature of
their attachment to the dominant role-system. It is then possible to come to grip with the subjective
meaning attached to typical actions and to their intended and unintended consequences for the involve-
ment of the actors, for their perceived place within the organization, and for the stability of the common

set of expectations with which they interact.
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
