— Summary —

A Study ot the Export Credit Insurance in Korea

By Kyung Pyo Koh

This paper is written in order to study the recent situation of the Export Credit Insurance m
Korea and to seek the proposal for enhancing the use of the Export Credit Insurance to promote
the export of this country in future.

As one of the export supportable systems, the Export Credit Insurance is called the nonprofit
policy-insurance system covering such risks as the political risk, the credit risk and the business
risk, etc., which are unable to be covered by the existent commercial insurance. In Korea, the Ex-
port Credit Insurance has been enforced from the early of 1969 on the basis of Export Credit In-
surance Act which was established at the end of 1968, and also it has helped the country further
promote its export for a long time.

According to the recent information of foreign trade, there is a big change in the domestic and
foreign trade environment, which has steadily increased the importance of the Export Credit In-
surance for the continuous export promotion in Korea.

Therefore, the Export Credit Insurance should be revised for the purpose of enhancing its best
use to strengthen our international marketing power under the recent trade circumstance.

So I propose that the following proposal should be realized for enhancing the best use of the
Export Credit Insurance as soon as possible,

1. The existent Export Credit Insurance Act should be reorganized without delay.
2. The amount of the existent export credit insurance fund should pe increased.
3. The items of Export Credit Insurance should be reorganized and developed.

4. The publicity activities for the Export Credit Insurance should be strengthened.

In addition to the above proposal, the so-called ‘‘the Export Credit Insurance Corporation” should
be established as soon as possible. If the above would be totally realized, the Export Credit In-
surance will be activated and will contributed to the export promotion in Korea.
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
