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Summary

An Approach to the Promotion of Tourist Industry
in Cheju Area

—With Priority Given to Market Segmentation—

The important points of this paper are to investigate the actual conditions of tourist develop-
ment in Cheju—do, to understand the present situation of tour, and to attempt the approach to the
market segmentation.

The problems expressed in this study can be presented as follows: First, most tours belong to
excursion but hunting, mountain—climbing, golf and fishing are not almost used.

Second, the gravitation of all the hotels toward Cheju city and Seogypo city makes it impossi-
ble to arrange a various itinerary, and it also has induced an unreasonable itinerary.

Third, existing diverse recreation—resources are not developed satisfactorily.

The study on the above problems show solutions as follows : First, the tourist development of
Cheju area should be enforced with priority given to existing diverse recreation—resources.
Second, diverse itinerary to attach importance to recreation should be arranged.

Third, among several market segments, the suitable markdet with priority given to recreation
tour should be chosen.

If the above courses are put into practice, Cheju area will be able to change for the better
international level tourist resorts. Also it will help promote tourist industry in Cheju area.
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
