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Summary

A Study on the Contertrade in Korean Enterprises

Countertrade (CT) system has been gradually gerneralized in world trade tran-
saction as a new trade trend. Until the early years of 1970 CT was recognized as
a form used in simple barter and settlement of transaction chiefly in trade between
east and west, however. recently CT transaction with eastern Europe as well as CT
between advanced country and developing country, developing country and develo-
ping country and advanced country and advanced country, is actively realized and
the form of trade is also developed to complicated technology transfer and joint ve-
nture investment deviating from simple barter trade system and subject items are
gradually diversified to consuming materials from installation equipment and capital
equipment.

At present the share of CT in world trade volume is 20 — 30 percent and is ex-
pected to increase more and eventually reached to 50 percent in world trade.

In the case of eastern and southern Asian countries and the Communist block
countries, they make it priority order in trade policy with the motto of ‘IMPORT
AS MUCH AS EXPORTED' due to the reason of foreign currency deficiency and
even advanced countries are participating in order to protect their domestic indus-
try, however, there is difficulty in business negotiation since the desired items of
goods between the parties concerned must coincide and success rate is very low
about 5 percent and there are contracts longterm bases for 10 to 20 years.

In Europe and middle and southern American countries including America and
Japan CT specialized firms have been established from early days. In case of Ame-
rican enterprises more than 60 percent of them is promoting through such speciali-
zed firm or bank and 40 percent of disposal of counter purchased goods is entrus-
ted to specialized firms. But the enterprises and banks of Korea are still lack of
propelling power, Especially, the interest of enterprises on CT should be emphasi-

zed in accordance with the expansion of trade with Communist block countries
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which depends on more than 50 percent of total trade volume.

Accordingly, the enterprises in our country should set up more active and effec-
tive trade management strategy in order to the expansion of export market and
sound secure of main raw materials.

The need of CT propulsion in the enterprises of our country may be summarized
as stipulated hereunder.

Firstly, export driving country like our country will face to trade friction and CT
transaction is necessary to solve such preliminary prevention of trade friction or
trade unbalance, etc.

Secondly, it is necessary to cope with CT proposal effectively exploiting new mar-
ket in the region of southern Ameica, Africa, east southern Asia and Communist
block as well as exploring mulilateral export markt leaned upon American and Ja-
pan.

Thirdly, as CT proposing countries mostly have natural resources, we may be
able to establish commercial ties with them through CT and participate in their na-
tural resources development project and secure stable supply of raw materials.

Fourthly, construction of long term business foundation can be secured. Most of
the CT proposing countreis are at present deteriorated economic situation or eco-
nomic system has been controlled toward planned economy, however, in respect to
longer term, CT is not a mere sales promotion, but is strengthening of redit matter,
thus we can find new buyers in the time of economical restoration.

Fifthly, trade expansion with particular area is necessary. The trade with Com-
munist block should construct the base to maintain direct rade continuing indirect
trade transaction. CT is necessary to apply actively for better relatonship with enor-
mous market of Soviet Union and China.

Sixthly, in accordance with the trend of the times when increasing shares of wo-
rld trade by CT and demands of reciprocal spirit and bilateral principle, posmve
counter acting cultivation toward the environmental change in world trade by CT.

Seventhly, CT not only increase domestic demands for creation of efficient emp-
loyment, but also promote domestic industry and realize home production of acces-
sories.

As a countermeasure on CT system enlargement of the enterprises in our coun-
try some following stipulated plans are proposed.

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Firstly, basic direction for internationalization of enterprises should be establi-
shed. Multilateralization of export market and trade enlargement with particular
region, construction of long term business foundation, dissolution of trade friction,
stable supply of raw materials through CT are necessary to positively encounter to
the new changes in world trade circumstances.

Secondly, establishment of international marketing strategy by enterprise toward
CT, which can be indicated on the marketing plan pointed traget marking or project
and considered as contingency strategy on common marketing strategy.

When CT transaction enlarged in traget marking of enterprise, the counterpropo-
sals are to be, (i) a proposal not related to CT transaction, (ii) negotiating method
of price or other terms and conditions of concession accepting CT, (iii) active appli-
cation and lead it to profitable transaction.

We must analyze what products and services offered by enterprise in CT transa-
ction, wether they have ability to manage the purchased goods.

Thirdly, we must analyze managerial ability of enterprise for CT promotion. To
estimate and analyze the management property is to evalute whether they promote
CT or avoid CT. It is evaluated by usable capital, priority grading import partner
on export goods, personal resources, ect. in managerial property that is necessary
in CT promotion.

Fourthly, enterprise organization and decision making is necessary. If accept CT
transaction it must be decided whether subject CT items will be used internally
or sold to third party, or CT promotion will be driven by enterprise by themselvers
or put to practical use by outer expert organization. It is profitable for big enterp-
rise to use self organization and for medium and small enterprises to use outer ex-
port organization.

Fifthly, utilization of CT expert traders. In case of utilizing outside trading house,
the privilege is, (i) it is possible without experience and convenient, (ii) it is profi-
table when CT subject items are large in volume and diverse., (iii) when CT sub-
ject items are unable to manage by the enterprises themselves, it can be imputed
to the third party and various dangers can be avoided and imputed to outside, ' (iv)
utilize when CT expert organization is not available due to expensesand times,
(v) overcome of poor knowledge of goods, (vi) perservation of secret and quick
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calculation of expenses.
Sixthly, establishment of CT expert organization in inside of enterprise. At the

early stage of CT promotion it is desirable to utilize CT expert or (staff consultant)
and when CT transaction volume increased the organization become more powerful
and developed to the forms of CT expert section or independent subsidiary firms.
Whatsoever the CT expert or (staff consultant) participated efficiently, CT transac-
tion is so complicated that there is danger to lead the transaction to failture due
to beyond reach of judgement of a private person.

‘Seventhly, medium and small enterprises have to establish cooperative liaison sys-
tem with big enterprises participating possitively with interest in CT. Big enterpni-
ses are profitable to self organization or exclusive section and medium and small
enterprises are profitable to use expert trading house.
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
