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Summary

A Study on Information Value in English Sentences

Tae-Hong Ko

I studied the information value in the constituents of English sentences in marked and
unmarked conditions. Information values are affected by phonological, morphological,
syntactic and semantic facts, so that I centered my efforts on stresses in spoken English,
and cleft sentences and existential ones in written English. Especially, 1 was interested in
the transformation of information focus by fronting and postponing. The results of study
are as follows :

In order to be understood, messages are divided into chunks called information units
which are realized in speech by tone units. These do not correspond to any one
grammatical category, since the speaker is free to break up the message as he wishes
into units which are smaller or larger than a clause. Each tone unit contains an intonation
nucleus, which represents the highest point of the focus of information. Information focus
extends to the syntactic unit in which the nucleus occurs.

Each information unit contains an obligatory new element and, optionally, a given
element, the unmarked order being Given-New. The given is the information that is
presented as not recoverable by the hearer. The whole tone unit may contain new
information, for instance, at the start of a conversational exchange. Unmarked focus
falls on the last lexical item of the information unit. If the intonation nucleus is made to
fall on some other item it is marked and unequivocally represents new information.

By clefting a clause we divide it into a structure of two components, for the purpose
of identifying a particular elements as new information. Of the two parts of the deft
sentence, one provides the new information, the other the known or given. Typically, the
item following be receives the main focus and so represents the new. Subordinate clauses
of time, purpose, reason, means and condition (with only if) can also be given saliency

after introductory ‘it+be.” Another type of clefting is pseudo-cleft sentence.

The identifier is typically the one which receives the greater pitch prominence and so
carries the focus of information. It can make explicit the division between given and new
parts of the communication. It is essentially an SVC sentence with a nominal relative
clause as subject or complement. Clauses with Who, Where, and When are sometimes

acceptable, but mainly when the wh-clause is subject complement.
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Existential sentence has may simply state the existence, or non-existence of something, as in
there are no fairtes. There is not a participant since it has no semantic content, although it has
both a syntactic function as subject and a textual function as presentative element. There
pushes the true subject to the right, placing it under stronger focus. When the subject of
existential sentence is an indefinte noun phrase, it introudces new information. Hence, in
sentences like “A book &5 in the cupboard. " there is a certain awkwardness, which may be
avoided by introducing there and postponing the indefinte NP to a non-thematic position :
“There &s a book the cupboard. " Existential sentences are typically expressed by be Other
intransitive verbs can be used are stand, li, stretch, hang and remain, which express positional
states; as weil as these are a few intransitive dynamic verbs which express the notion of
‘occurring’, ’coming into view’ or ’arrival on the scene’ (occur, follow, appear, arise, emerge,

loom. )
