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Diagnosis for the Abdominal Adhesions in Dogs by Radiography

Summary

The abdominal adhesions are important sequelae in laparotomy. If it is early diagnosed, the pre-
vention of proceeding sequelae of the adhesions and the choice of better incision site will be
possible. This study was performed to diagnose gastric and intestinal adhesions to abdominal wall
in dogs. In case of usual radiography it is impossible to diagnose gastric or intestinal adhesions to
abdominal wall. But with lateral view, horizontal beam, supination after pneumoperitoneum it is

possible to diagnose the adhesions.
