As the result of discussions and related sessions of the 6th Peace
Island Forum : “Security and Peace in Island Societies™(July 6-7, 2006),
we the undersigned, agree to suggest our ideasfor the implementation of
a peaceful policy and non-violent activism for the genuine peace of
ordinary islanderscontributed tothe peace-promoting traditions of Jeju
Island was designated as World Peace Island by the Korean
Governmentuary 27, 2005.In so doing, the undersigned agree that there are
several urgent issues to be addressed by Jeju citizens and the provincial
government of World Peace Island :

L. Establishment of Korean Military Base(s) - As we recognize the
construction of the navy base at Hwasoon port was already aissue
among islanders;propose three criteria to resolve it : ' consensus on
the invitation of the military port; its accordance with peace island
policy; andcontribution to the Jeju Islandeconomy. Jeju Governor, Mr.
Tae-Hwan Kim is to guide the Jeju people in deciding this
important issue as a whole. There are some key criteria that should
be recognized. Most islanders want to develop Hwasoon into an
international tourism port. Islanders eagerly want to construct an
International Island Peace Garden on the old site of the Japanese
airbase in the Songak Mountain area, to be modeled after the
International Peace Garden between Manitoba (Canada) and North
Dakota (USA). This peace garden would foster continued tourism
growth and provide a monumental symbol of peace within Asia
laying to rest the previous pain of war and occupation, and
promoting a peaceful future for our children. This is in stark
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contrast to the position of the Korean Defense Ministry plan to
invite the Korean Air Forces Base to Peace Island We recommend
the following : (I)the two policy thePeace Island Development Plan
(Int'l Tourism port and Int'l Island Peace Garden), and the Military
Bases Construction Plan. (2) These two policy agendasbe researched,
compared,shared, and discussed openly and fully with Jeju citizens
for two years (2007-2008)Jeju Islanders should decide between the
policy of peace or the establishment of military bases through means
of an islanders referendum exemplified by the same processes
establishing the Jeju Special Self-Governing Province. (4) This
referendum should take place by 2009.

. A New Tradition of Peace Promotion and Recognition - We respect
that islanders have made an effortnot only speak truth to the power
about our island tragedy caused by the Jeju 4.3 Uprising and Grand
Massacre, but alsoimprove human rights for minority groups
beyondtragedy since 1987. Participants at the 6™ Peace Island Forum
recommend and will be delightedto create a human rights prize to be
donated to a person and/or group dedicated toadvancement of human
rights of minority groups as shown by the cases of truth finding
movements like the Jeju Island tragedy. If islanders accept our
proposal as a policy agenda for the advancement of human nights
based on the Jeju island tragedy, the awards presentation would
coincide with the 60th anniversary of the Jeju Sasam Uprnsing and
Grand Massacre. Awards would be presented at Jeju Sasam Peace
Park in 2008 with our full assistance.

. Environmental and Cultural Heritage - Halla Mountain and some
islets on the southern sea of Jeju Island wereas UNESCO Biosphere
Reserves in December of 2002. Inaddition, some caves and Sungsan
Sunrise Volcano Peak will be selected as UNESCO World Natural
Heritage sites in the summer of 2007. In addition, we acknowledge
that islanders have prepared to register the Jeju Haenyeo (women
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divers) culture as a UNESCO World Intangible Cultural Heritage in

the near future. Because we assess these kinds of efforts to keep

natural assets and island cultural possessions highly preserved, we

recommend the establishment of a “Cultural and Natural Heritage

Department”, not only to maintain and manage preservation, but to

also share knowledge, skills, and provide education courses
internationally.

We, the undersigned, do hereby support the recommendations outlined

above and look forward to actualizing these idea into a reality of Jeju
Island; Peace Island.

The 10th World Islands Conference (the 8th Peace Island

On August 2, 2006, the ISISA Executive Committee confirmed that, in
the surmmer of 2008(August 26-28), Jeju Special Self-Govemning Province,
Cheju National University and the World Association for Island
Studieshost International Small Islands Studies Association’s 2008
Conference “Islands of the World X”.Scholars, and activistsstudy issues
and problems concermning small islands will presentations, lead discussions,
and interact with international colleagues. The general theme of the 10th
conference was accepted as “Globalizing Islands; Sustainable Culture,
Peace, and Resources”. The Jeju Island venue includes a new convention
hall (ICC Jeju) surrounded by breathtaking sceneries of Mt Halla
(Korea's highest peak at 1950 m), Pacific Ocean, sandy beaches, and
subtropical plants.

There will be an emphasis and spot-light on the interconnected topics
of “Moon Wha" (culture), “Pyung Wha"(peace), and “Jawon”(resources)
for island societies. It is hoped that discussion of these thematic topics
contribute to our understanding not only island’s physical world, but also
toward realization of the inner world of “leo-do” (an ideal island society
on the earth taken from the myth of Jeju Island). Additionally, the
conference hopes to project the uniqueness and vitality of island societies
and their peacefulness for the conservation of precious resources and
environment for people everywhere.

B. Composition of 5 research workshops for grounding the framework
of “an islanders” Paradigm (nissological paradigm) as a Social and
Natural Science (Moming time of August 28, 2008) : Researches and
Publications Workshop on Islands Economy and Industry, Islands
World Heritages, Islands Culture and Tourism, Islands Environment,
and Islanders Right

If the above proposal is found meritorious, the Jeju Committee might

consider funding to help underwrite the publication of a first set of ISISA
volumes entitled the ‘Peace Island Series : ISISA as Jeju Globalizing
Islands Series’ or something similar. As an added incentive, I believe this
volume series could be made a major ISISA contribution to the
Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) Island Biodiversity Programme.
Outputs resulting from collaborative research projects designed and
undertaken from ISLANDS X can be prepared in a proceedings seres
Peace Island Series or Jeju Globalizing Islands Series’ for at ISLANDS XI
in 2010. Such a project would be a significant contribution from ISISA to
this CBD IBPoW. Also Jeju Committee will reflex some research
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achievements of Jeju Island and project new idea on collaborative
research works for island societies. Firstly, Jeju Women Divers research
tean of the World Association for Island Studies(WAIS) since November
27, 1997 did research and discussed on three main topics; Aspects of the
Jeju Women Divers (Jamsu, Jamnyeo, and Hanyeos : we named this kind
of discipline as Jamnyeology. There will be the 7th Jamnyeology
Conference in August 16-17 of 2007) and their cultural and economic
perspectives will be discussed in the context of oceanic history and
civilization. We hope to shed theoretical and practical lights on the value
and myth of Jeju Women Divers : Jeju Island’s Equitable Gender Role,
Practice of Common Sea Field, A theory of Island Democracy, and
practice of Ocean Frontier Spirit.

Secondly, an island Governance research team did research not only
the relationship between island/islanders and their uprisings against
external forces, but also raised a question of governance. The research
formed the theoretical base for an island govemnance and
self-determination theories. Extending these theories one can project that
North and South Koreas establish a federation of United Three States of
Korea consisting of North Korea, South Korea, and Jeju Island Korea.

Thirdly, islanders’ perspectives came out of research background from
debates and discussions on what is common peculiarity and similarity of
sustainability from developmental logic of island societies. In the areas of
social science, we can try to compose or connect some theoretical and
practical combinations and applications of sustainability in social realities
from four areas of social science such as politico administrative system,
tourism or economy, peace activities, and human rights movements. Of
course, they tried to institutionalize island govermnance for autonomy of
island societies, activate viability of sustainability in island tourism and
economy, improve total capability in management of social resources and
promote peace and human rights for ethnic group in island societies.
They have developed or systemized Island Identity Theory for Culture, a
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Theory of International Island Tourism in tourism sector. In the area of
social environmentalism, as sustainable developmental theory lost its
theoretical power in 1990's, in 2000's, Society Sustainable Development
Theory or Island Sustainable Development Theory brought about
throughout the world We are reminded that Environmental Securty
Theory for Island Society is compensates for weak points of development
theory. From bitter and harder experiences of genocide of island societies,
the Island Theory of Human Rights evolved for minority and ethnic
group.

As for the construction of a peaceful society for islanders, Jeju
islanders provide Peace Island Theory for Island Societies and its
alienated people. Especially as Jeju Island was designated as a world
peace island by Korean government on January 27,2006, the islanders
hope to extend their peace island concept to theDemilitarized Zone (DMZ)
between the two Koreas. Those theoretical formations in the four areas of
social science pave the way for forming a islanders '(nissological)
paradigm on a social science framework. Island Awards will set up for
researchers and activists by ISISA and WAIS if participants agreed with
it

If ISISA Executive committee talk about and set up Island Awards in
2008, we can prepare for and suggest a draft on it.

Fourthly, with regard to the proposed grant on sustainable devlopement,
peace, cultural tourism, etc. on small islands, Jeju committee applied
Korean Reasearch Foundation titled as”

Sustainable Development and Peace Strategy in Small Islands :
Particularities and Universalites of Cultural Tourism, Environmental
Management, Social Development, and Islanders’ Rights” based on ideas
of Chang hoon Ko, Dai-Yeun Jeong, Byunggil Choi, and Naren
Prasad(August 1, 2007~July 31, 2010 : 26 members will participated in it).

Fifthly, Jeju Committee also will apply to Korean Research Foundation
titled as “Comparative Studies on Collaborative Institutionalizationof Jeju
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Peace Industry : Building-uplsland Peace Garden, Cruise Industry,
Industrial DesignandPeaceSytem (December 1, 2007 November 30, 2010)",
at the bottom of August.

4 Roundtables of scholars, activists, practitioners, and youth on
promotion of “ Culture, Peace, and Resources in the Globalizing Islands in
21% century (Afternoon of August 28, 2008)

We will also arrange 4 Roundtables for scholars, specialists, activists,
journalists, and practitioners, and youth during the aftemoon time of
August 28 2008 to discuss the 'peacefulness’ depicted in traditional and
folkloristic rituals of island communities as well as the ‘islandness’of
culture of island societies. We think these Roundtable discussions promote
a better understanding among people everywhere by appreciating and
sharing the islands’ cultural and natural resourcefulness.

A) Businessmen Roundtable for invitation and Development of Jeju
Island Cruise Industry : Businessmen will have an opportunities to
discuss and talk about invitation and development of the Jeju
Cruise Industry.

B) Island Documentary Films Roundtable : We want to provide ISISA
members and other participants to experience and view the
‘islandness’ and ‘peacefulness’ from 6 island documentary films
including one the the Western Isles (Outer Hebrides) of Scotland
planned for an inaugural Small Islands Film Festival in May 2007
or ISISA recommendsDr. Ray Bumett commented that the
transnational focus should be on issues that are common to many
islands across the world In the inaugural festivalwill be
Militarization and Small Islands will be presented as a
commermorative film on the occasion of 50" anniversary of the
establishment of 'Rocket Range’, a British Government base for the
development and test firing of surface-to-air guided missiles. At
the 2008 Jeju Island will share with an opportunity to appreciate
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messages from ’islandness’ and ‘peacefulness’ from films

presentations of many islands (two each from Jeju Island, Scotland,

and other islands) one indepedent program in the scheme of the

Tamna Island Int’l Film Festival (TIFF) linking with the 10th

WIC, followed by a roundtable discussionon the possibility of

opening International Islands Films Festival with ISISA conference.

At this time Jeju Committee will offer to the participants two

documentary films, “Haenyeo, Ms. Yang” and “White Cotton

Peace Education and Activities in Asian region :

Peace Island School for World Heritage and Peace Studies : (July

21August 29, 2008 : Tamna University, Jeju Island)

We can run “Peace Island School for World Heritage and Peace
Studies : PIS” from July 21 to August 29, 2008 linking to the 10th World
Islands Conference, seeking funds from the Jeju Government and Int'l
Free City Development Center and World Heritage Headquarter to
subsidize an intemnational summer school for peace studies, open to
graduate students and upper-level undergraduates, in the summer of 2008
upon some achievements of 2007 Int'l Govemance Summer School
program (July 23- August 22, 2007) by both Government Department of
Suffolk University, Boston of USA and College of Law and Political
cience of Cheju National University, Korea, and so on.

Opening in 2008 summer program linking the 10" World Islands
Conference, we can provide some benefits to the participants :

1) Collaborative educational activities should be developed by taking
advantage of ISISA members'network with varied experiences and
expertise. It will be one of major and meaningful outputs from
ISLANDS X (August 26~28, 2008). We can provide opportunities
for young students and activists to take courses in the summer
peace studies courses.
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2) Through these activittes, we can think about how to
institutionalize combining system of an Peace Studies and Island
Studies program in both institutes. In addition, we can increase
the opportunities to link joint research programs to collaborative
educational programs. Provide opportunities for ISISA members to
increase their intercultural/ intemational experience through
participation in these educational program.

3) Scholars, journalists, and activists talk about some possibilities in
establishing UN Asian(regional) Peace Center which supported
UN regional activites by Asian people at grass roots level.
Journalists and activists talk about the way to establish an UN
Asian Peace Center with participations of local governments and
societies in the Northeastern Asia.

D) Peace Building Roundtable for Islands and Cities by Governors,
Mayors, and NGO Leaders including discussion on issues of
starting of UIC (United Islands and Cities) :

As, in the 6th Peace Island Forum(2006), participants suggested an idea
on how to build up United Islands and Cities for Human Rights and
Peace by themselves with cooperation of other institutes. So we can talk
about on establishment of UIC succeeding spirit and traditions of ITOP
(Inter Islands Tourism Policy) Forum since 1997. The 10th ITOP Forum
& Islands Tourism Fair was held in Jeju Island for 4 days from October
12 at the ICC Jeju, the festival of tourist culture where world islands join
together. This event will be held at the International Convention Center
Jeju for 4 days from October 12. The ITOP Forum was established in
1997 by Jeju Special Self-Governing Province in Korea, Hainan Province
in China, Bali Province in Indonesia, and Okinawa Prefecture in Japan. It
has been held annually in one of the member countries. On the occasion
of the 10th anniversary, Jeju, the host of the inaugural forum is
commemorating it with the Islands Tourism Fair. The theme of this
forum is 'Strategies for Island Tourism Development Utilizing IT’.
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Approximately 180 people from 13 countries are slated to attend the
forum. The Islands Tourism Fair will showcase exhibition booths,
traditional cultural performances, and food demonstrations. 24 islands and
cities joined in it : Hainan Dao of Mainland China, Okinawa Japan, Bali
Indonesia, Hawaii(USA), Canary Islands (Spain), Southern Province (Sni
Lanka), Oulu (Finland), Salzburg (Austria), Zanzibar (Tanzania), Hong
Kong and Macao (China), Singapore, Saipan (USA), Langkawi (Malaysia),
Penang (Malaysia), Cebu (Philippines), Yamaguchi, Nagasaki, Saga, and
Fukuoka (Japan), Ganghwado, Jeollanamdo, and Wando (South Korea).

Foundation of UIC (United Islands and Cities for Human Rights and
Peace) : Through the 10™ World Island Conference we have an idea to
suggest creation of United Islands and Cities for Human Rights and
Peace and its Fund by ISISA, WAIS, and so on to support problem
solving andcollaborative research by islanders and citizens if they accept
my idea in 2008 ISISA Executive meeting and the 10™WIC.

O The transnational focus was on issues that are common to many
islands across the worldIn the inaugural festival this will be
Militarization and Small Islands as 2007 was the 50th anniversary of
the establishment of ‘the rocket range’ a British Government base
for the development and test firing of surface to air guided missiles.

We were happy to provide two films : Red Hunt 2 by director, Song

Bong Cho and Grandmother with White Scarf by director, Dong Man
Kim, 43 Massacre events at the Human Rights Film Festival in the
I"SMIFF (June 15~17, 2007, The First Small Island Film Festival :
SMIFF, Benbecula, OQuter Hebrides, Scotland). We are alsc honorable that
our above two films were invited by Edinburgh Film Festival and Tory
Island Film Festival. Mr. Kenneth McLeod and Miss Ji Young Kang
suggested creation and startup of Tamna Island International Film
Festival : TIIF in August of 2008 to WAIS officially after successful
participation in your first Small Island Film Festival of Scotland (June 15
~17, 2007). :
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1. It might be good if the Tamna Island International Film Festiva
] : TOFF could be an annual event, and to invite a special (island)
guest each year. Eventually more guest films could be introduced.

2. The TIFF represents ‘culture’ and therefore should focus on the
aspects of Jeju Island, but also oould include issues that are
common among Koreans or other islands linking with the Small
Islands Film Festival of Scotland.

3. Even though the budget might be small to begin with, a well
prepared festival could improve and be bigger each year. A
talented individual who can organize events could be provided a
full time position to ensure each year is successful and handle
promotion etc.

4. The Korean Ministry of Culture would benefit from the event
through the promotion and support of Korean culture and
promotion. Hopefully, it might begin to attract foreign interest and
tourism.

O World Association decided to support making documentary film for
its film makers to apply film titled as “Haenyeo and Jamsuhoe as
Asian Myth of Gender Roles"to Korean Foundation in July of 2007.
In addition, it will be held the 7" Peace Island Forum which provide
an opportunity to talk about possibility, Potential, and Prospect of
Small Island Film Festival, Tamna Island International Film Festival,
and Documentary Films as the Tool to keep originality of
Islandness (August 16~17, 2007)

O Jeju Island Volcanoes and lava tubes on Jeju Island were registered
as World Natural Heritage, on June 27, 2007. It is the first time for
a South Korean natural heritage to be put on the list of the United
Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization(UNESCO).
The UNESCO World Heritage Committee decided to register Jeju
volcanic island and lava tubes at the 3lst session held in
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Christchurch, New Zealand, accepting the recommendation from the
International Union for Conservation of Nature and Natural
Resources (IUCN). The registered nature heritage consists of three
main sites _ Mt Halla, Seongsan Iichulbong tuff ring, and
Geormunoreum lava tube system. The sites cover areas of 1884
square kilometers, 10.1 percent of Jeju Island’s total size. After the
announcement of Jeju's registration, Yoo Hong-joon, administrator
of the Cultural Heritage Administration, proposed UNESCO hold the
Jth session in 2010 in Jeju. In celebration of it and for designation
of Jeju Women Divers'living skills and culture into UNESCO
Intangible Cultural Heritage in 2010, it will be held the 1* Tamna
Island International Film Festival (TIIFF).

The aim of this article is to suggest my idea on
implementation of a peaceful policy and non-violent activism
for the genuine peace of ordinary islanders ontributed to the
peace-promoting traditions of Jeju Island. It was designated
not only as World Peace Island by the Korean Government on
January 27. 2005.. but also World Heritage by UNESCO on
June 27. 2007. In order to maximize those achivements.
there are several urgent tasks to be addressed by Jeju
citizens and the provincial government of World Peace Island
for seting up basic infra structure of Jeju Peace Industry :

1. Establishment of Korean Naval Base at Kangjeong port
- As we recognize the construction of the navy base at
Kangjeong port was already acritical issue among
islanders by undemocratic decision of Jeju Government,
It Is critical to resolve it through democratic revoting on
it by all Kangjeong villagers in the due process.

2 Most islanders want to develop Kangjeong into an
international tourism port for Jeju Cruise Industry.
Islanders eagerly want to construct an International
Island Peace Garden on the old site of the Japanese
airbase in the Songak Mountain area. to be modeled
after the International Peace Garden between Manitoba
(Canada) and North Dakota (USA). This peace garden
would foster continued tourism growth and provide a
monumental symbol of peace within Asia laying to rest
the previous pain of war and occupation, and promoting
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a peaceful future for our children. We need to clarify
the two policy the Peace Island Development Plan (Int’l
Tourism port and Int’l Island Peace Garden) and the
Military Bases Construction Plan. In addition. these two
policy agendas be researched. compared.shared. and
discussed openly and fully with Jeju citizens for more
years.

3. World Heritage and Shared Peace Culture. As Jeju
Volcanic Island and Lava Tubes were selected as
UNESCO World Natural Heritage sites on June 27. 2007,
| recommend the establishment of the “The First Tamna
Island International Film Festival : TIFF and Peace
Island School for World Heritage and Peace Culture’
not only to maintain and manage preservation, but also
to share knowledge. skills, and provide education
‘courses internationally.
