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An Exploratory on the Effects of CRM
supporting capabilities on CRM performances

Abstract

Unlike previous CRM studies, this paper made assumption that CRM
supporting capabilities might have influence on the CRM performances.
CRM supporting capabilities consisted of customer analysis capability.
marketing and sale capability, customer service capability, and system
integration capability. Also CRM performances are divided to the
improvement of cross-functional task coordination, customer acquisition and
maintenance, and the reduction of customer-related costs. Multiple
regressions of survey response from 205 korean companies provide the
following significant findings.

(1) marketing and sale, customer service, and system integration
capabilities had effects on the improvement of cross-functional task
coordination.

(2) customer analysis, marketiné and sale, and customer service
capabilities had effects on the customer acquisition and maintenance.

(3) marketing and sale, and customer service capabilities had effects on
the reduction of customer-related costs.

Overall, customer analysis, marketing and sale, and customer service
capabilities had effects on the CRM performances, but system integration
capability had no effect on the CRM performance.
