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From the time of the first commercial jet airplane flight to Honolulu in
late 1958, Hawaii changed from a leisurely tropical stopover to a tourist mecca
of the first rank, In the same year Carl Miller of the Bank of Korea brought
the very first western tourists from Seoul to Cheju., Now Cheju Island is reach-
ing out for tourists, and this conference has been called to deal with likenesses
and differences between our two places, with regard to tourism, I shall con-
sider the natural and human attractions in both places, as a guide to discussion
of further tourist developments on Cheju Island,

To begin with, Hawaii’s islands and Cheju both consist in large part of
basalt rock, into which rain and snowmelt run and tend to disappear. Both areas
are volcanic and have distinct tourist advantages, Hawaii has the often erupting
volcano vent of Kilauea at Puu 'O vent, and Cheju has several hundred cinder
cones scattered below magnificent Mt. Halla, Indeed, both areas have crater
lakes: Lake Waiau on Mauna Kea and the lake inside Mt, Halla on Cheju, One
must go to the far reaches of the north of Korea. to find another crater lake
in Paektu-san.

As I wrote this paper, Kilauea had its forty-third eruptive phase since the
last eruption started about thirty months ago, The last eruptions on Cheju were
in 1202 A.D,, when activity west of Hallim produced Piyang Isle, and five years
later when Kun-san was created just east of Mt_ Sanbang, Certainly Cheju could
attract scientific tourists interested in comparative volcanic phenomena, given
targeted marketing,
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The parallels of natural advantage do not stop with volcanic things., Both
areas have coral reefs, though the reefs near Sogwipb are almost gone owing
to illicit mining of the coral. Cheju’s black coral reefs are unique in the
world, and should be protected somehow. Both areas also have mangrove trees,
At least, we know that the German geographer Lautensach reported the existence
of mangrove in southern Cheju in the 1930s. He remarks that it is the farthest
north instance of mangrove inthe world, and he cites the occurrence in Korea of
mangrove and larch as the approach of the boreal and tropical realms closer to
one another than elsewhere in the world.

For bathers the black sand beaches at Songsanpo in Cheju and the Black
Sand beach at Kalaupana on Hawaii Island are, and ought to remain, tourist attrac-
tions. Any effort to remove the black sands of Cheju for construction should be
strongly resisted. The sand dunes at or near Chungmun deserve preservation also,
for very few dunes are found elsewhere in Korea.

Volcanic areas build up by basalt frequently have lava-tubes. Lava tubes on
Cheju are famous in Korea, but are not well known abroad. Some in Hawaii have
been opened for tourist walkways, and one or more on Cheju have been so prepared.
One should make sure that such access not destroy the local cave ecosystem.

Off the coast of Kailua-Kona on Hawaii Island are deep-sea fishing areas,
and annual sports fishing contests are held, The sea near Cheju is the home of
game fish, and I believe the matter of an annual international fishing contest
should be looked into. Finally, is there good surf along any of Cheju’s many fine
beaches ? If there is, some sort of annual surfing meet could be staged at a time
when the contests in Hawaii and Australia are not being held.

Let us speak of history for a moment. In Hawaii the advent of Europeans
under Captain Cook is remembered annually, though the memory is not entirely
benign. Similarly, the first contact ‘of Koreans with Europeans was when the
Dutch ship “Sparrow Hawk ” wrecked on the shores of Cheju, and its crew held
on this island until they could be taken to the mainland, The date of arrival was
August 16, 1653, Perhaps a brief note of this date could be made a part of each

Liberation Day on Cheju, as the dates differ by but one day. Are there any sign-
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posts at the Mosulpo beach where the “Sparrow Hawk” landed ? Are there
markers at the village where the crew was held captive? Our history books tell
us that the Dutch sailors were held in the place where the Court exile Prince
Hwang Ho lived,

A final resemblance in the natural world is that of shortage of water. I
mentioned that water sinks into the basalt rock of our two island homes. But
in both places, deep wells have been drilled and water make available to agri-
culture and urban uses. In Hawaii—and particularly on O%ahu—we are near the
limit on water development. Honolulu’s urban demands for water are almost too
much for our fragile watertable to supply. For several years we have had “vol-
untary” water rationing. Cheju’s recent wells give a good flow, and because
the urban demand is not nearly so high, the critical period has not yet been
reached. But it is not too soon to seek advice from Hawaii’s hydrologists on
methods of conserving this wonderful natural resource., Officials in both island
areas have created national parks for the preservation of natural beauty; they
may also be used —wisely and with forethought — for purposes of tourism.

Let us turn now to matters cultural. Even here there are parallels. Cheju
is known for the “three strongs™ and the “three withouts.®” To my mind these
connote strength and honesty in the Cheju instance, and these qualities are in-
cluded in the Hawaiian concept of “aloha.” And in both island areas there is
a commendable appreciation of the long cultural background of the local people,
and of neighboring populations., In Hawaii, on Oahus northeast shore, is the
Polynesian Cultural Center. Here representatives of all of the cultures of the
Pacific Islands are found, practicing their indigenous crafts, preparing their
traditional foods, and dancing their unique dances. Buses from Honolulu} Waikiki
area daily go to Ldlie town in large numbers, and tourists by the tens of thousands
annually enjoy the simulated Pacific environments,

Cheju has its Folk Museum. Also this month a famous shaman performance,
the kut, was done here, It is my feeling that some shortened version of the
kut could be presented weekly for tourists, with adequate explanation of the
place this ritual has in the lives of traditional Koreans. lf the Cheju pony were
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made a part of the Folk Museums presentations( perhaps it is: I may be speak-
ing in ignorance ), the portion of Chejus culture which is Mongol in origin
could be explained more clearly.

All tourists love to go shopping, and this is especially true of ladies.
Some local version of Seoulid famous East Gate Market might be constructed, or
a portion of the present market could be “westernized " in infrastructure for Euro-
pean and American tourist use, I must speak quite plainly at this point : tourists
from abroad do not return home and laud a tourist area that does not have ade-
quate “places of convenience” Many tourists are quite ready to put up with minor
inconveniences, but in this matter, thoughtful planning ahead of the tourist arri-
vals will pay off,

In Hawaii the slight majority of tourists are women. Hence many of our
tourist attractions are devoted to the interests of ladies. One often sees
mainland U.S, women in Hawaii taking photographs of our many flowers and
flowering trees. In this respect Cheju is well endowed. The Rhododendron
Festival in the middle of May, the flowering of camellia( dong-paek ) from
January to Apil, the blooming of the rape plant in April and May,the flowering
of orange blossoms in June, and the well known magnificent autumn leaves
on the slopes of Halla-san are of potential value as tourist attractions. What may
need to be done is to build a few small access roads to the best camera lookout
places, Stops large enough for a busload of tourists, and permitting picnics for
smaller groups traveling in vans, may be ideas that have already been suggested
by your tourism planners. 1t they have note been broached, these ideas should be
expanded for all viewing points on Cheju Island. It is true that some tourists
are content to buy colored picture postcards at a hotel, but the more adventure-
some tourist lady would prefer to snap a photograph at the actual spot, or to be
photographed there with a flowery background,

For male tourists, a somewhat different schedule of activities is appropriate,
The famed hunting of quail and pheasant, duck and badger from October through
February is well known among Americans living in Korea. Judicious information

in travel brochures concerning hunting on Cheju ought to bring a small number
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of hunters from abroad, who will then “spread the word” to others seeking new
places to hunt, and new sorts of hunting experiences. And after the day’s hunt,
male tourists might be willing to attend a Korean wrestling match, or see a
Farmers’ Dance performed. Combining these with a cookout of Cheju steaks is
possible.

Tourists like to take home something unique and representative of places
visited., Cheju to my mind is the perfect place for a number of objects that can-
not be easily duplicated elsewhere. Cheju fur coats, Mongol leather hats, and
Hallim wool sweaters come immediately to mind. Local art work such as the
small Tol Harubang pieces, bought in the shops of the artisans, give tourists a
conversation piece for the long winters of the North American mainland, For
both men and women tourists the cattle ranches of Cheju, with horseback riding
permitted there, would be most attractive. A Cheju Island dude ranch? Stranger
things have happened, and successfully.

Twenty-five years ago I represented the city of Eugene, Oregon, at the
signing of the first Sister City agreement between a Korean city and American
city. It was with the city of Chinju, famed for Nonggae and the pavilion dedi-
cated to this Korean lady patriot. It might be appropriate to consider a Sister
agreement between Cheju Island and Hawaii Island, or between Cheju Province and
the State of Hawaii, I am sure that this has crossed the minds of people in both
places, but such an agreement must be well thought out before a signing ceremony.
Let me indicate some things that might be done to make a Sister agreement get

started well,

The Honolulu Garden Club is famous for its campaign in the early 1930s
against advertising billboards., They even bought out the last two billboard com
panies, and destroyed the existing billboards. This act alone laid the basis for
Hawaii’s tourist attractiveness, and the lack of billboards is remarked on by
most tourists. To travel several thousands of miles and see crude advertising leads
tourists to give unfavorable reports on returning home . May I suggest that every
effort be made to prevent further billboards on Cheju, particularly in the rural

areas, and that current ones be purchased and destroyed for the furtherance of
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Cheju’s tourist future ? Once the last billboard is gone, arrange a tour for the
Honolulu Garden Club, and hail them as tourism pioneers.

The University of Hawaii’s Department of Linguistics is world famous for
the study of little known languages. Among these I would put the local speech of
Cheju Island, which is almost a foreign tongue to persons speaking only Seoul
standard language, and which has many Mongol words in its vocabulary, I pro-
pose that a binational team of linguists study the Cheju dialect in depth be-
fore it starts to disappear under the pressure of radio and television.

The Universitys School of Travel Industry Management should also be in-
vited to send representatives to Cheju for consultation, At other levels of
education, high school students of Korean ancestry in Hawaii could come to Ko-
rea on tours which include Cheju as the Korean analogue of Hawaii.

All of the matters considerd above are not new, and have likely been
thought of by Cheju tourism planners, But I have not seen the likenesses and
analogies of Cheju and Hawaii treated in depth, and 1 offer this as a first step

toward that goal.

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UzFel(gds): OK. Let me try to answer that question. As I understand it,
Apart of it is related to the question of the authority .~ the planning authority
between different levels of government — the federal level, the state level,
and the county level.

As I indicated in my presentation, the state level has some influence in
the planning process through the State Land Use Commission which, as I indi-
cated, basically designates land into four major categories :however,the basic
planning responsibilities are with local government ; and local government esta-
blishes a process by which the professional and technical input is put into the
process at the early stages of any plani the community is involved through a series
of meetings and hearings and, in the case of Maui County, through establishment of
local advisary committees. Those plans are then presented to a planning commission
which again, is a local commission, appointed by the mayor and confirmed by
the council which is the legislative body. The commission evaluates all of the
planning recommendations, the input from the public, holds its own hearings and
ultimately recommends approval of a plan to the county council which is our
elected legislative body. And the county council, again through a series of
public meetings and hearings, would ultimately adopt the plan which would then
serve as the framework for the planning process. Once that became — once that
becomes law, then any decisions — any development decisions — which — — are
— — related to that process must then conform with the plan.

I'm not sure if I've totally answer that question, but...

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Uzgel (&4) : O.K. - again, I'm going to have to ask Duk-hwi to help me
after 1 get through but as I understand it the qustion has to do with differences
in land ownership system on Cheju and — particularly on Maui County; I'm not that
familiar with the land ownership system on Cheju however, Maui county - - you
have a combination of lands which are owned by several major private companies,
many of which ~ or most of which were in some sort of large agricultural activity,
whether it be pineapple, sugar, or, in some cases, ranching. — A - Kanapalli was
developed by a company that was basically sugar: Kapalua was a company that was

basically pineapple; Wylee-a was a company that was basically sugar—a-a -the
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adjacent resort at Macana next to Wylee-a is a former agricu - - former ranch.

O.K. We also have a-a-fairly large amount of individually owned property-a
-and this is the problem that I indicated in my talk that it becomes a political
decision as to whether or not - o to what extent to permit the smaller property
owners to participate in the more intensive development.

Ah-as I indicated,when that happens,you are more likely to have unattractive,
strip development. And, that’s something that needs to be controlled.

It seems to me that, - a- although I've heard a lot of discussion about the de-
sirability of local control over the planning process-and I think that is desir-
able, because that’s the system we have in Hawaii and I think that’s the system
that works well. That - - one area that is strong- - governmental activity can exert
is in the process of trying to assemble the smaller individual properties into
larger parcels which would then be suited for-a-what I would consider to be
better development. And if either through your provincial government or even
through your national government that can be accomplished with the consent and
cooperation and working together with small property owners themselves, I think
you would end up with a much healthier development.

I'm not sure if I answered that question.
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Pitts (¥¥ ) : The first question dealt with-a—-a-the fact that in many instances
the sister city agreements do not lead to-a-very much economic development. I
would agree with this and say that they are not meant to. They are meant for
social communication and furthering of education between peoples. I think that if
you look for economic development from sister city arrangements ~a —or sister state
arrangements, you are not going to have it.

In other words, I think the benefits are cultural. . they are not economical
On the other hand -a -since I did not author the resolution-a -perhaps—a -
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James Shon has something to say about the economic affects of his sister State -
sister - province relationship.

The question concerns content of the agreement between Hawaii and Cheju-Do.

I think that - the exchange of like groups - in other words - exchange of say,
the arts done by school children-a- this is traditionally the first kind of thing
a sister city or sister state relationship develops. The mayors or the governors
exchange visits; they bring with them childrens’ art exhibits - these are exhibited
in museums; then, if there is enough interest, and there generally is, these are
followed by sometimes by exchange of teachers.

I think that an agreement should be much more than this, and therefore, it’s my
opinion that you should not rush into an agreement until you have thought this
through in great detail and have made this thinking part of the document. In other
words, it cannot be done on one page. It should be a matter of considerable con-
sultation on both sides. Otherwise, it is what--a kind of stage managed thing
for public relations and nothing else.

It can be successful, but it must be done on the basis of very deep thinking.

The second question concerns the role of the University in local or regional
development . Universities are strange things. Many times the benefits are not
apparent at once; but, if you look back at -a -certain period of history and say
“Well if we had not had a university, where would we be?”

The university acts essentially as a transmitter of culture and knowledge and
this is more or less the birthright of modern people. So, the universities - the roles
of the universities are multi-fold. = And one of them- of course - the university
allows the professors to consult for one or two days a week for businesses or for
local governments or so forth. I think that in the University of Hwaii, perhaps
10 % of the people are engaged in consulting - and we have perhaps 2,000 which
means that every weekend, 200 people are scurrying around doing one thing or an
other for local government or local business or planning agencies, and so-forth.

So, the most obvious thing that a university does, I think, is consulting.
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Dr.Pitts, prior to my questioning, 1 would like to praise you because of your
deep knowledge about Cheju. Conclusively, there are two questions for me :

Firstly, how do you think about the basic differences between Cheju and
Hawaiji. Regretfully, on your paper, I couldn’t catch it.

And secondly, how might Cheju react to meeting with Hawaii ?

That's all. Thank you.

Pitts (%# ) : I tried to deal with the likenesses. The basic differences are
many. For one thing, the invasion of Cheju was a long time in the past, when
the Mongols came here: the invasion of Hawaii was when the tourists came to
Hawaii. There was an invasion before that when the westerners came.

The second question - How might Hawaiians react to meeting with Cheju -,
Well, we're both island peoples — I hope the reaction would be good. But -

a-1 cannot predict how people will react when they meet each other. I hope it

will be pleasant.
