Cheju Tourism Development Plans and A Search for
Strategies to Attract and Promote Civil Investment

Broadly, the masterplan of Cheju Tourism Development includes two categories
of programmes. One is a programme which will be executed by the financial
source from the Central Government. The other is a programme which will
be executed by the financial source from both Local Government and private
investment, The masterplan led by the Central Government ( the Ministry of
Construction ) has a plan to invest 1.73 billion dollars, including private in-
vestment for 7 years, 1985~1991., The manifest and latent purpose of the
Central Government’s involvement in the masterplan lies initially in the promotion
and growth of Cheju regional economy and the improvement in the Cheju residents’
income and social welfare through a systematic development of not only the
natural resources favored by nature, but alsp tourism and folk resources. An
attempt to improve national economic growth is also included in the masterplan,
The main reason for the attraction of private investment is that the Central
and Local Governments are all poor in finance.

The major strategy for the development of tourism in Cheju should give
priority to the development of a large-scaled tourism complex such as large-
scaled recreational and entertainment complex and coastal tourism complex,
The masterplan shows that, of the total investment budget for tourism devel-
opment (873 million dollars), 467 million dollars are allocated to the devel-
opment of tourist resorts, and that 90 % of the budget is planned to be sup-
ported from private invgstment, This implies that the success of the
masterplan depends on how to attract private investment.

An active trial for attracting Cheju local capital firstly is a desirable
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strategy for attracting private investment, A problem arising from this strat-
egy is that Cheju local capital is characterized by a weak and small fund in
its structure and scale respectively., However, the local enterprisers should
be encouraged to participate in a profit-sharing even if from a small-scaled
investment,

Outlined below are ways in which administrative and financial support can
promote the attraction of private investment.

1) It is necessary to induce local people to constitute a development in-
stitution on a joint basis in order for local funds to become sufficient in
scale, For this, the priority of a development project should be given to
local people with an active support of administration and professional man-
agement necessary for operating the project,

2) An allotted pattern of project operation between local people and
capitalist may be an effective system in a manner of inducing the former to
offer their land and the latter to invest in equipment project at large.

3) As a device of effective mobilization of local capital, the role of local
bank should be activated. In addition, it would be also necessary to establish
a company of development finance which assumes a form of insurance capital.

4) The investment of small-scaled local capital should be promoted,
diversifying the scale of commercials and accommodation facilities in general
except for some special large-scaled resort facilities. For example, the
investment of local capital can be used for such projects as small hotels,
bungalows, rental villas, private tourist homes, local product tourism shops,
tourism farms, and. or small-scaled botanical gardens, etc.

5) Local banks, local financial banks, and New: Community financial bank,
all of which exert an influence on regional economy, should be under institu-
tional support for raising the development fund. The development fund can be
invested in small-scaled development projects.

6) A consideration to institutionalize ‘the third sector’ may be an idea to
attract private investment, It is worth studying the operation of a joint

contribution between government, public organization, and private organization
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for the development projects which require both profit and public benefit. It
is expected that such a joint contribution will solve the national financial
weakness, as well as increase the effectiveness of investment.

However, it is inevitable to induce foreign capital, particulary for large-
scaled facility projects, because local capital is small in scale. Therefore,
for foreign companies investing in the development project worth promoting, it
is necessary to bestow a special favor in terms of a wide range of administ-
rative and financial support. A system which can induce foreign companies to
reinvestment of their profit should be contrived.

In summary, an open-door policy for foreigners’ investment should be laun-
ched. In doing this, however, the investment of foreign capital in large-
scaled development project should be open selectively. The condition of invest-
ment should also be improved. It should also be contrived to allow foreigners
to have landownership if it is a small-scaled one, and./or to rent land on a
long term basis.

The process of tourism development in Cheju has been attached specially to
the effectiveness of regional economic development. This has resulted in an
alienation of residents from an opportunity to participate in the development.
Also, the development has not been led effectively to the improvement in the
welfare of residents,

Considering such these problems, it is no doubt from a long-range view
that improvement in income and benefit of residents and increase in the op-
portunity of their employment, both of which relate essentially to the improve-
ment in the welfare of residents, should be considered prior to planning

either economic development itself or the promotion of tourism development,
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
