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A Survey of the Participants’ Different Views in the Operation
of the Architecture Deliberation System in Jeju-City

ABSTRACT

The architecture deliberation committee has plaved various important roles as the final check point for the
overall urban management in Jeju-City. Although nobody can argue that the committee is useless,
participants’ assessments on the results of the introduction and operation of the architecture deliberation
committee are diversified. Architects’ complaints on its operational system have never been reduced and the
deliberation system has been revised several times but partially in oder to accomodate the complaints.
However, the regulators have paid little attention to the causes of the discord among the reviewers and the
reviewees. There have been only some piecemeal and intermittent discussions on the causes. This paper
tries to document, using an organized survey, the endless discords between the participating parties in the
architectural review process and to analyze the causes of the discords. This survey results indicate that both
architects as reviewees and architectural review committee members as reviewers recognize the necessity of

architectural review in principle.
