The Way to the Integrated Management
of the Educational System

The management of educational system may be discussed in various ways. First of all,
it should be recognized that the function of education may be realized under a co-oprerative
system involving school, home, and community, each of which has its own educational function.
That is to say, the improvement of educational quality is best guaranteed by the collaboration
of the three educational units : school, home, and community.

Education in the future will progress more rapidly through the formation of a reliable
relationship between the three units, bringing about a system which will facilitate learning th-
rough its conversion from school system to educational system.

This paper concems 1) discussion of the differences betweem education and schooling ; 2)
the necessity to develop the educational community in order to convert the school system to
the facilitative system. The development of an educational system in the community of the
future is viewed in terms of four models. It will be in terms of a co-ordinative model and a
facilitative model instead of a division of labor model and a deligation of labor model.

In order to understand this co-operative model in the development of a holistic educational
system, it will be necessary to develop a kind of patnership between the educators of school,
home, and community. Networking, coordination, cooperation, and collaboration are possible
ways for establishment of such a patnership. In order to have a good relationship with parents
of students, and with community at large, the school might suggest these models or strategies
: advisory council model, joint venture model, and patron advisory councils(PACs).

In conclusion, for the better management of educational system, school, home, and commu-
nity must each recognize the necessity of a co-operative system as opposed to an educational
process centered on school. This recognition means a kind of new educational philosophy for

society. This is the essential idea of community education.
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
