The ultimate goal of GB-Theory is to characterize the nature of the inter-
nalized linguistic system which enables humans to speak and understand
their native language. In Chapter I, I outline the innateness hypothesis and
UG principles put forward by Chomsky. Chomsky in the 1990' s has mini-
mized the theoretical and descriptive apparatus used to describe languages.

In Chapter 1. I discuss the syntax of head movement which involves I-
movement and V-movement. 1 argued that they are two different reflexes
of a more general head movement operation, and that head movement is
subject to a strict locality constraint,

In Chapter I, I suggest that raising predicates allows the subject of an
embedded complement to be raised up to become the subject of the raising
verb. 1 contrasted raising predicates with control predicates, 1 went on to
examine the syntax of passivized arguments, in which the complements of
passive participles are raised up to become the subject of the passive auxil-
iary be. I argued that raising and passivization are two different manifesta-
tions of a single A-Movement operation whereby an argument moves from
a subject or complement position into a higher subject position.

In Chapter IV, I argue that wh-questions are CPs headed by a COMP
constituent with a [wh] specifier-feature, and that this specifier-feature is
checked by moving a wh-expression containing an interrogative operator
with a [wh] head-feature into spec-CP. 1 go on to argue that questions
with wh-subjects are IPs, and that the interrogative operator in such cases
is in spec-IP.

In Chapter V, I summarize the Barriers framework. The goal of this
approach is to unify all of the extraction constraints in terms of a single

notion of Barriers. The notion of Barriers must be defined in terms of
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government. Barriers are determined in two ways: on the basis of L-
marking and by the Minimality Condition. The I-projection system is defec-
tive in that I’ and IP are barriers only by inheritance,

In Chapter VI, 1 conclude the result of this study. a-movement includes
X-movement and XP-movement. X-movement moves head into head, while
XP-movement moves XPs into spec-XP. The theory of movement allows
two options, substitution and adjunction. The operation of all movements is
constrained by a number of UG principles, including the c-command condi-
tion on binding, the shortest movement of principles, the #-Criterion, govern-
ment, barriers, etc. I am afraid that In Chomsky s barriers, VP-Adjunction,
that-t effect and X' -movement impossibility don't have persuasive power in

explaining grammatical relation syntax.
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
