This paper is to study the theoretical background of growth center theory and in
reality, its relevance as a strategic means of regional development, introducing the
spatial model of the integrated development between rural regions and urban ones,
and the strategies of the balanced development in the Comprehensive National Land
Development Plan,

Until recently, growth center theory had been regarded as the strategic means of
developing the lagging regions, and reducing the regional disparity, but it was
found out less to be the impact on the rural areas of urban growth center in devel-
oping countries, The strive to overcome the theoretical weakness of growth center
theory has succeeded by J. Friedmann’s spatial framework for rural development.

According to Friedmann, the concept of growth center, being understood wider
than that of the past, is classified as the primate core area at the nationwide level
of growth center, regional growth center at its regional level, and rural service
center at its local level,

Therefore, this spatial system of growth center is supposed as the spatial model
integrating regional development in the Comprehensive National Land Development
Plan and Saemaul Undong in the community in Korea.

So strategies for the balanced development in the Comprehensive National Land
Development Plan are as follows;

First, the primate core area (Seoul and P usan) should prevent the -concentration
of population and industries, while regional growth center should induce the location
of the completed product industries and sub-regional growth center should induce
the location of the intermediate product industries,
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Second, development strategies of development districts should vary according to
their locational characteristics--metropolitan dominance, urban shadow, rural-urban
balance, and rural-dominance, under the continued correlation between rural regions
and urban ones,
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
