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Summary

Teaching English Derivatives

Hwang On-taek

The internal structure of derivatives can be shown in the form “input-analysis-output”. e.g..
capital= capitthead) + —aladjective suffix)=adjective of the “head”. In this form the “input”
stage shows only the derivative in English, the “analysis” stage the meaning of the base both
in English and in Korean, and the “output” stage the primary meaning only in Korean.

The primary meaning should be given with the expression used for the lexical meaning of
the constituent elements of the derivative.

When the primary meaning differs from the central meaning. a teacher of English should
‘try to join the two ‘meanings together. e.g.. “The meaning of salary is ‘pav from salt'”

In teaching the marginal meaning of the derivative, the teacher should try to make use of
the relationship between its central and marginal meaning. For example. “The central
meaning of capital is “head”, and so the meaning of a capital letter is “a (large) letter at the
head (not beginning) of a word.”

The base of a derivative should be taught together with its one or two cognates. For

example, popular should be taught together with people and population.
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
