Summary

A Study on Accounting Techniques of Consolidated

Financial Statements

Nowadays the economic social is extremely complicated. and the parent companies and
subsidiary companies are expending day by day.

It makes the growth of the consolidated financial statements inevitable, so the true
consolidated informations must be offered to the users.

Under these circumstances, when one corporation has a majority ownership and control in
one or more related subsidiary firms, valuable information can be obtained and presented by
combining the financial data and preparing consolidated financial statements for the entire
group.

In the preparation of consolidated financial statements, intercompany balances and transac-
tions should be eliminatedd. This includes intercompany open account balances, security
holdings, sales and purchases, interest, dividends, etc.

As consolidated financial statements are based on the assumption that they represent the
financial position and operating results of a single business enterprise, such statements should
not include gain or loss on transactions among the companies in the group.

To be consistent with the entity approacht to consolidated financial statements, the revision
of the asset valuation of the subsidiary should include not only the excess amount paid by
the parent company but also the minority interest’s share in this increased valuation.

There are also limitations to the usefulness of consolidated financial statements as a source
of information to the parent company's stockholders. Because the balance sheet does not
show the financial position of the parent as a separate legal entity it does not disclose such
facts as the ratio of subsidiary stock investments to total assets or stockholders’ equity and
the parent's working capital.

And the consolidated not income presumably includes and undisclosed amount of subsidi-
ary earnings. which are not available for parent company dividends until transferred to the
parent by subsidiary dividends.

There is a presumption that consolidated financial statements are more meaningful than
separate statements and that they are usually necessary for a fair presentation when one of
the companies in the group directly or indirectly has a controlling financial interest in the

other companies.
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
