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Summary

Shaman-kings in the earlier days of Korea

Fark Kyung-hwa

Shamans have been the most despised people for a long time here in Korea. In olden

days, however, we can reasonably conceive, they enjoyed their golden days as kings, priests,

medicine men and prophets. Veneration of the people were exclusively theirs, because they

were men of sacred or divine virtue.

We have many stories of their mythical birth. The stories are conceived,in this article, as those

told by the heroes themselves which tell us the process of their shamanic initiations, during

which their spirits suffer a great deal of severe torture. Chumong’s spirit is supposed, in his ini-

tiation, to be transformed into an egg which was disgusted and thrown into a stable, and again

into a horde of wild beasts, where the egg was mistreated. However, we have been told the

adverse story in which the egg was very much venerated even by the beasts. The adverse

story was necessiated by the venerable character of the heroe’s historical person.

Most of many an important historical events are viewed from the stand—point of Shamanism.

1. Many kings of earlier days are regarded as shaman—kings.

2. Transmissions of the throne were determined by the shamanistic power of the successors.

3. Shaman—kingship produced endogamy among the three clans of Park, Suk and Kim.

4. Some of the stories of trickery are explained as the events of shamanic combat.
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
