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Abstract

The Implication of New Regional Geogrophy
in the Learning of Geography Unit
in Secondary School

Myoung-cheol Son

This paper examines how the learning of regional geography unit in sec-
ondary school can be enhanced by incorporating discussions in new regional
geography which has been widely acknowledged as new enhancement In
geography since the mid 1980s,

New regional geography emphasizes place uniqueness rather than general
rules or theories in explanation. Methodologically, it relies on precise descrip-
tion of places based on theoretical concepts and history. It 1s an attempt to
recognize and interpret the space more in depth which was not satisfactory
in previous geographic research. In this regard, four stands are disistinguish-
able emphasizing place uniqueness:time-geographic approach evolving from
the structuration theory: spatial division of labor approach: to re-interpret
place with respect to the world systems theory: and emphasizing human
agency in post-structural era. All these are new ~ttempts to understand
place uniqueness in itself and in relation with wider contexts.

Region or place in the learning of regional geography unit in secondary
school needs to incorporate these discussions in which region or place can
have new meanings, constantly changing and newly forming interaction with
outer influences rather than being in a state of equibrium and thus requiring
multi-layered and structural approach for understanding the mechanism of
regional change, It allows more interesting teaching and learning when prac-

ticed in secondary school.
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
