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A Study on Promotional Strategies of Sport Tourism
in Jeju Island

ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to examine promotional strategies for sport tourism of Jeju
island in Korea through the literature review. Specifically, the objectives were a) to review
definition and types of sport tourism. b) to overview on sport tourism markets segmentation
based on Gibson's classification schema, c) to perform descriptive analysis on actual state of Jeju
island sport tourism and d) to provide promotional strategies of sport tourism for Jeju island.
This paper identified that sport tourism might be accurately conceptualized as a specialized
market in itself, while also it was comprised of a diverse area of niche markets through the
related literature analyses. These niche markets could be differentiated through geographic.
socio-economic, demographic. psychographic and behavioristic segmentation methods. Descriptive
analyses of actual state of sport tourism of Jeju island indicated that elite event and sport for all
event sport tourism can create substantial amounts of economic revenue for the community and
demonstrate growth potential as a big business industry in the future. But development
opportunitiés of more dillerent |_1ichc markets to promotion of Jeju island sport tourism should be
realized in the near future. We presented some proposal on development strategies of sport
touristn consisted of products development connected with regional characteristic resources of Jeju
island, establishment of infrastructure. for sport tourism. training program for sport tourism
specialists and reinforcement of pre-service education. reinforcement of conjoint relation between
official agents as policy maker and planners and gport-tourism related organizations. and
establishment of informationalization strategies for sport tourism. We emphasized that partnerships

and strategic alliances between central and local government. sport. tourism and community
groups were important to sustainable development of Jeju island sport tourism.
