Li-Po(701~762) spent his boyhood in Ssu-Chuan. (E4/I}).

He endeavoured to enrich his literary vision by hard study and traveling around in many
districts of Ssu-Chuan. (F9)I]).

Main subjects of his poetry were concerned *ith the moon, and so poems concerning the moon
amount to about a third of his works (about 1 070 in number). The moon can be said to act as a
symbol of his alienation from the world.

His literature is so large in its amount that this paper is to discuss only his works produced in
the springtime during his boyhood in Ssu-Chuan. (F9)I]}.

His favorite source of literary inspiration other than the moon is drinking. Therefore. one of
the aims of the this study is to find and re-examine the reason.he loved the moon and drinking so
that we may come to the full appreciation of his poetry.
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
