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Summary

Current Tendency of Korean Studies in Japan

Yang Soon-pil

The Japanese language, accepted and set up as a second foreign language in curricular of
high schools and tniversities in Korea, has been taught for more than ten years, since 1973.
A Department of Japanese Language and Literature has been established in over 40
universities, a master’s course in 5 and a dogtoral course in one graduate school, bringing
about the establishment of the Japanese Society and the Society of Japanese Language and
Literature. This is an effort to recognize Japan as Korea's good neighbor. This thesis aims
to investigate, analyze and synthesize the situation of Korean studies in Japan, particularly
of the education in Korean, in universities of Japan, and discuss the future problems.

The above investigation can be summarized as follows:’

1) Only four universities in Japan have a Department of Korean Language: Tenri
University, Tokyo Gaikokugo University, Osaka Gaikokugo University and Tomiyama
University. Among them, three are national universitics and one is a private institution.
Considering that there are 23 language colleges in Japan, including all national, public and
private ones, the fact that only four universities have a Department of Korean Language
is remarkable. The departments and the subject go by the name of "Chosengokaka”,
"Chosenkaka” and "Chosengo” respectively.

2) 43 universities, such as Tohoku University and Waseda University, have set up non-
specialized courses of Korean language. Among them, 10 are national universities, 5 are
public and 28 are private ones. Considering that the total number of national:‘public and
private colleges in Japan is 1153, the opening of Korean language courses in national
universities in insignificant.

3) There are no full-time instructors in universities that have no specialized courses in
Korean language. The universities that have full-time instructors who have not majored in
Korean are as follows: Tohoku University ( major in linguistics), Tsudajuku University

(major in history), Nihon University( major in family law), Kyoto Seika University( major
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in English linguistics), Okayama University( major in linguistics), Kyushu University
( major in history) and Hiroshima University( major in anthropology). It is urgently needed
for the Korean Government to frame a resolute policy to support people who want to major
in Korean and serve as full-time instructor of it.

4) As for the names of the subject, "Kankokugo” is used in 5 universities such as Ashiya
University, Taisho University, Reitaku University and Shikoku Gakuin University;"Korea

Go" is used in 3 universities such as Sophia University and Tokai University’ the remaining
3 universities use "Chosengo”. In propotion to the build-up of our national strength, some
codsiderations are needed in policy and diplomacy to urge use of the name "Kankokugo”
( meaning the Korean language).

5) Our government must frame and carry out a policy resolutely to enhance Korean
studies throughout the world by affording more opportunities to those who whant to pursue
Korean studies in Korea, especially to the Japanese scholars and the Korean residents in
Japan and by increasing the interchange between the two countries nongovernmental
organization.

6) The more cultural interchanges are made be‘een countries, the more broadly will
Korean studies be spread to history, geography, culture, folklore, politics, economy, society,
education and sciem®® of Korea, as well as the Korean language, after the 1988 Seoul Olympic

Games.
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
