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Summary

Deng Xiaoping Regime’s Pragmatist Ideology and
Chinese-style Socialism

Kang Kun-hyung

Two most salient developments in Chinese politics in recent years are unquestionably,
the rise of Deng Xiaoping as the most powerful leader of the mainland China and the
persistent pursuit of Dengist pragmatism, In 1978 Deng mounted a major campaign to
abandon ideological dogma and to adopt pragmatism—symbolized by the slogans “practice
is the sole criterion of truth” and “seek truth from fact,” Deng persuaded the party to
give the highest priority to economic development instead of class struggle and to adopt
an economic reform and an open door policy toword the world,

In this context, the purposes of this thesis are threefold. First, it is analyze the
ideological distinction of Deng Xiaoping Regime's pragmatist ideology. Second, it is to
examine the first stage of socialism and ‘Chinese-style socialism’ which are emphasized by
Chinese pragmatists, Third, it is to extract the fact that the ideological characteristic of
pragmatism creates a new model of ‘Chinese-style socialism’., In relation to that, I will
predict how ‘Chinese-style soialism’ is going to develope.

Chinese pragmatists argue that the improvement of productive forces should be the
prime force for the socialist construction in China, As part of an effort to raise the
productive forces, they assert that China should introduce meritism and some elements of
the capitalist market economy, They also summarize that the distinction of pragmatist
idology is economic determinism, materialism, class harmony, and meritism. )

Chinese pragmatists define the present state of Chinese society as the first stage of
socialism, It does not generally mean the first stage which all countries should pass
through when they go into socialism, but implicates the special stage which should
necessarily go through in the process of constructing socialist state under the condition of
underdeveloped productive forces and commodity economy,

China seeks to create a new model of ‘Chinese-style socialism’ suitable to her situation.
That is the socialist commodity economy based on public ownership in which the law of

value must be consciously accompanied and applied.
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
