The purpose of this present paper is to study and analyze the meaning of basic English
Aspect and the meaning and usages of the English Aspect in the text. There is a
difference between aspect and tense. But they are related the time. Tense is a grammatical
time reference, and it locates the time of situation relative to the moment of speaking.
However, aspect is not concemned with relating the time of the situation to any other
time-point, but with the intemal temporal constituency of the situation. In other words, it
describes the temporal quality or condition of a situation in terms of such things as
inception, result, termination, iteration, repetition, duration, etc. Originally, the aspect was
understood as the states or characteristics which the verbs mean, however the concept of
aspect has changed with the development of transformational generative grammar. In English,
aspect is not a grammatical category but a nongrammatical lexico-semantic category which
lacks formal markers. There are two basic aspectual oppositions, the perfective aspect and
the imperfective aspect. The veritable aspect forms of English are “have+pp” as
perfectivity and “be +V-ing” as progressiveness. These belong to the grammatical categories
of English aspect. There are also lexical categories of English aspect, in other words, they
are things such as inception, result, termination, iteration, repetition, duration, etc. Aspect
seems to be unfamiliar with general leamers because they are not accepted in traditional
grammar. To precisely understand the English aspect, we have to recognize the grammatical
and lexical category of aspect. This thesis emphasizes the meaning of aspect and analyzes
the meaning and usages of aspect in Secondary School English Text. Aspect was not
conducted largely in Text and it was contained in tense. Although it conducts, it was very
small and made too much each aspect. Aspect related to the event and is expressed in
every language and in various situations. So, we should think about aspect instead of tense.
