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{abstract)

A Study on the Teéching—Learning Method by Art Lesson

through a Cooperative Learning

A Cooperative Learning is the activities of the members of a group studying in the
way of sharing their opinions and uniting their efforts to achieve a common goal. Such
Cooperative Learning is a class model to make the members experience valuable learning
effects, and to ease the recent school violence problems and competition -oriented
educational climate.

The aims of the art lessons in school are to cultivate the students' creative expression
skills and aesthetic sensitivity, and to let them have right attitudes in appreciating things.
If the Cooperative Learning with such merits above being applied to art classes, it would
enable any art classes to achieve their goals more easily, as well as it would be greatly
helpful for the students to foster their sense of responsibility and their community spirit.

Accordingly, this study is aiming to integrate the Teaching-Learning model and
Cooperative Learning model in art lesson to present an implication from such Cooberative
Learning in art subject by way of drawing out a model suitable for teaching by art
lesson and applying it to classes and to analyzing its results.

Toward such goals, this researcher loocked into the concepts, effects and types of
Cooperative Learning, and designed the models for art lessons and then applied them to
actual classes and all these efforts were carried out prior to the detection of educational
effects of Cooperative Learning in art subject through questionnaires.

The implementation of the research picked out those Cooperative Leaning models
applicable to ~art subjects, including Tasks Sharing Learning 1{igsaw1), Group
Investigation (G, Self-Regulated Learning (Co-op co-op), Learning Together{LT), which
were integrated with Direct Instruction, Response —based Instruction, Creative Problem
Solving and Inductive Reasoning for the design of a suitable model for Aesthetic
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Experiences, Expressions and Appreciation areas.

A questionnaires conducted after the application of the designed n;nodel, to classes
showed the students' thinking on the educational effects of the Cooperative Learning in
art. Following are the findings from the analysis.

First, they felt more interest in Cooperative Leaming than learning alone.

Many students answered that they felt more active and pleased and their rapport
became stronger through sharing their ideas and efforts for a common goal.

Second, such Cooperative Learning made them to share their opinions and thoughts.
Those team members put forth various ideas and expressions ways through sufficient
discussions and debates, and also became to know others' opinions are as valuable and
to be respected as mine.

Third, they obtained confidence and sense of accomplishment while creating the works
which are difficult to make alone. They equally shared their roles for thé works big in
size and In need of varied skills, and then completed responsibly. And their confidence
and sense of accomplishment for their creations were even greater if they were made by
the group members altogether than made by each student alone.

There were unsatisfactory role sharing, group organization and gathering opinions in
connection with Cooperative Leaming in art classes. Such unsatisfactory matters often
make the students quarrel or such Cooperative Leaming less meaningful. Therefore, it's
necessary to make the students foster their skills to mediate differences of opinions and
to be considerate for others step by step through consistent training in Cooperative

. Learning.

Such “Cooperative Learning in art lessons could be considered as the best educational
method in training holistic human beings by planting community spirit, sense of
responsihility, democratic attitude in the students' mind which can solve those recent
educational problems, and then to contribute to the recovery of humanity which is the
final goal the art lessons are seeking for. This study is designed to integrate and
compromise the existing Teaching-Learming model with a Cooperative Learning model,
leaving the tasks to develop Cooperative Learning model and structure only for att
lessons fitting for the properties of art lessons.
