The Korean Civil Code is under amendment currently. What is required most in
amending the Civil Code is dismantling the structure of the current Korean Civil
Code and restructuring the system anew. For this, this study suggests referencing to
the structure of the Civil Code adapted in the Codification of Korean Civil Code
during the period under the U. S. Army Military Government in Korea(1945~1948).
The survey method that Lobingier. C., the legal advisor of the U. S. Army Military
Government. adopted for the Proposed Civil Code for Korea(1949) is considered a
very adequate survey method for reviewing the Korean Civil Code today.

The amendment of the Civil Code is a difficult and laborious job. but in the work
we need to decide first the structure of the Korean Civil Code. The desirable next
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step is discussing and deciding what should be contained in the structure of the Civil
Code.

We expect that the amendment of the Korean Civil Code at this time may be as
meaningful as the new establishment of the Civil Code by ourselves.
