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The Qualitative Characteristics of Marine Algae
in Jeju Island

Abstract. Jeju Island is recognized as a geographically distinct section from the eastern. southern, and
western coasts of Korean peninsula on the basis of the environmental elements of the coasts such as the
topography and the hydrography of the intertidal and subtidal regions. Jeju Section is also characteristic in
the light of the marine algal composition of relatively less boreal origin species and more subtropical origin
species than the eastern. southern and western coasts of Korean peninsula. The number of the marine
benthic algae reported in Jeju Section is 522 taxa to date, which is about 70 % of those in Korea.
Consequently. the marine algal flora of Jeju Section may be representative of the marine algal flora of
Korea. More taxa, new species or species new to Korea, are expected to be known by the monographic
studies on the algae in Jeju Island.
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
