The authors have surveyed the local names of fishes and molluscan shells in Jeju proper and its

surrounding islands from June 1981 to May 1982.

Among the examined 100 species of fishes we have checked up on 32 species which have local

names in common, 2 species have standard names.

No standard names are used for the 66 species of molluscan shells and 14 species of them have

common local names.

The local names of the molluscan shells in Chooja island are very different from those of the

rest area.
