(1) In the child’s learning of its first language. perception
ability develops way ahead of production ability.
Parents talk to their children from the moment they
are born, but do not expect very much back from the
child for the first year or two. This is very different
from what happens when students begin on a second
language in school or college. Often. they will be
expected to speak. even to construct sentences, from
the beginnging.
