Jeju-Do was the symbol of banishment and the worst one of all the e)lgiliaﬂ lplace§,
The politicians and scholars, who were bapished to this island, frankly wrote the
exilian aspect of their lives and left the rare and important works through the history
of the Korean literature,

In this paper, Kasa, Chinese poetry, funeral address, Sijo, Chinese essay and_letters
written during the exilian life are studied, It is expected that a great number of
exile works will be dug out and arranged in the near future, The conclusions of
this study are as follows,

First, the content of the Jeiu exile literature was, as a whole, about the affection
for the kings, the grief of the writers themselves, the retirement from the official
world or about the human ethics,

Second, many exiles to a lonely island, because of party strifes, though they were
once planned to accomplish their goal, played a great role in exchanging mental
civilization between the mainland and Jeju-Do.

Third, the subject of Kim Chun-taek’s Byulsamsinkok and Lee Jin-you's Soksami-
inkok is the sincere heart and loyalty for the kings, They are linked with Song
Kang's Samiinkok and show us the clear genealogy of Samiin Kasa, and at the same
time they are sure to suggest the lineage of the exile Kasa. An Jo-whan's Manunsa
and Manunsadap also show the loyalty for the king and they are representative Kasas
expressing the atonement and repentence throughout the history of the Korean literature,

Fourth, Kim Jung’s poetry which expresses his own grief is an excellent work in
the Chinese literature of Yi dynasty, the King Kwang-hae’s Jaewyilijungum contains a
poetic mood which appeals to the human ethics for his own grief, The content of Im
Kwan-joo’s Ambyuk poetry is immersed in love of nature from the retirement from
the official world, Kim Jung-hee's poetry laments for his wife’s death,

Fifth, Youn Suk's banishment funeral address is a great descriptive literature which
represents the life of exile, the escape to the rural district, and the social aspects
including official and common people’s life,
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The position of this work is very important in the Korean literature as a funeral
adress which is written in Korean, L emane

Seventh, Kim Jung's Jeju Poongtolok and Lee Kun’'s JeJu Poongtoki, exile essays
written in Chinese characters, introduce the situations and natural conditions of Jeju-
Do. These works will be rare and important references in understanding Jeju-Do from
the 16th to the 17th century.

Eigth, the discovery of Kim Jung-hee's Korean letters Tmust be highly estimated in
the fact that his works are based on objectivity, that is, his works are good composi-
tions written in’ ‘Korean, E‘specxaﬂir exile letfer writings which he wtote in Jeju-Do are
the culimination'éf the exile literature' which reflects the truth of &h exilian life and
customs of Jeju-Dé, Hi$ works give opportunities to re-stimate the importance of
letter writings in the history of Korean literature. On the ‘other hand, his letters
lwrittén in Chinese characters show us the real aspect of the exilian life and are
sure to be of great value throughout the Chinese literature of the Yi dynasty.
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
