The concept of negative freedom seems to be the subject in John Stuart Mill's
On Liberty.

And he says, in the case of cbnduct which affects no person’s interests but one’s
own, there can be no question of permitting social control and restraint. Therefore,
he provides us with a clear directive only when we can be sure that other people’s
interests are not involved.

On the one hand, in the ease of the instigator his principle of freedom does not
give clear directive, but values and standards can be entered into the eoncept of
interests in order to give useful directive,

And, although he does not distinguish between the concepts of negative and
positive freedom, in case of freedom which matters, the negative concept is more
important,

Thus, we can’t judge J.S. Mill's position on diminishing negative freedom,
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
