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A Study on Probation and Parole

Crimes are becoming more varied these days, together with the high devleopment
of economy and the diversity of social phenomena, and also criminals are repeatedly
committing crimes because of their maladjustment to social changes. This can be verified
by the supersaturation of crimes and the increase of old offenders. Hence, we ought
to concentrate our theoretical and practical studies on the problem crime prevention
and of protection of society from crimes through edification, improvement and
rehabilitatoin of criminals.

Recognizing the fact that rectification is not enough to prevent crimes and repetition
of them, the developed countries today has reformed radically the treatment of criminals.
shifting the focus from institutional treatment to community treatment. The typical
example of community treatment is probation and parole. Throguh the experience of
enforcing it, probation and parole has been considered the most efficient means of
improving and educating criminals indeveloped countries, which are devoted to effective
use of it rather than to acceptance or rejection of it.

On the other hand,unified system of probation and parole has not been yet introduced
into our country. Although only some law has the system that is similar to probation
and parole, or has the purport of it, yet it is not enough for post supervision of
criminals owing to the lack of specific programs. The test enforcement of probation
and parole for criminals on parole is simply nominal due to the lack of the personnel
and facilities for it.

'Taking this situation into consideration, our country is needed to break from
institutional treatment and adopt extensively probation and parole and investigate
multilaterally for the efficient utilization of it. This thesis, therefore, aims to establish

a reasonable plan of introducing probation and parole on the premise that it is to
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be introduced into our conuntry, by examining the contents of it, and the iegislﬁtion
and conditions of each country, and by investigating the problem of the similar law
that is scattered over the existing law.

As the plans of introducing probation and parole, the writer has suggested the
establishment of a basic probation and parole act that will regulate fundamental items
for probation and parole, and a general priciple to be applied to the institution and
organization of probation and parole, the qualification of probation officers and the
method of their appointment, the application scope of probation and the method of
its application.

The increasing introduction of probation and parole is expected to contribute greatly
to the modern criminal policy of socialized ex?cution, to the prevention of repetition

of offenses, and to the efficient protection of socitey from crimes.
