The research on social indicators was begun in conformity with which role of social
indicator plays on inportant part, as a “Medium” which of taims the right information
upon the estallished social condition, Corresponded with the physical expression,
namely the economical indicator and a wide datars on the posibility of change in these
social condition,

However, the research on social indicators still remains in the process of
development, and also there is many contradictions and no clear a agrement in defining
the conception of social indicators and in the part of methodology.

In the case of Korea, since the attention to social indicators and the history of
research is sort, the measurment of subjective status like the national prosperity or
degree of satisfaction in society remains in a extremely superficial level, for Korean
social indicators is too partial toward drawing the indicator need development plan,

In this right, this research aims to represent the new ststem which can qualitively
measure the right condition of life more fit for the reality than before as well as to
search for a device to play a role a information adequate for the process of policy,
and to put a practical use of social indicators in policy .

Summing up, the social indicators, despite of the difficulty which there is no
established theory and system, will in future carry out a role that grasp what is the
most important problem under existing circumstance, In addition, the meaning of social
indicators, together with the stream of the welfare-oriented for the future will be

expected to be increased.
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
