Summary

A Study on F.A.Hayek’'s Spontaneous Social Order

Park Sang-soo

The Objective of this essay is to survey F A Hayek's view about social order., My
conclusion is as follows :

Hayek supports the spontaneous social ordef. vet he thinks such order does not always
guarantee individual liberty which he sees as desirable, He thinks that, if spontaneous
social order evolved within the rule of law and individuals sought their purposes under
the rule of law, the individual liberty considered as important and desirable wbuld expand
and the social welfare of whole society increase, But if we intervene purposively in the
social order to promote individual liberty, it may bring about socialist or totalitarian
state or chaos and disorder, There is nothing to do positively for the individual liberty,
and we cannot but depend upon the rule of law,

And Hayek's view about the relation between his liberty and what is called
distributed justice looks like J.Rawls' the principles of justice, but he thinks that the
protection of the least advantaged group is the problem which should be solved by the
process of the accumulation of knowledge and the evolution of the spontaneous social
order and that the problem of social security should not treated in terms of the social
justice.

Ultimately the view about this social order is closely related with the market order in

the economy. But I want to delay the survey of this problem because of the space,
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
