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Summary
A Re-examination of Non-causality in Kososol

Heo chun

It has been indicated to be a weak point that the construction of event in Kososol is
likely to depend upon non-causality, Namely, Kososbél -had tended to depict the world
fantastically on the basis of an excessive non-causality, without necessarily logical
moment and causal possibility, )

With such an implication, this paper re-examined the inevitable conceptual necessity in
the construction of events in Kososdl, For this, 6 texts such as Keumryongchin(&35%) ,
Hongkildongchon(#t 5 ) , Kuunmong(FLEZF) , Choungchon(HEE) ,  Sasinamjeonghi MECRIAESD) , and
Simcheongechin (Y1 %) were reviewed, with an approach to examine the development of
stories in terms of the internal mechanism for rationality, the author's consciousness, and
readers’ consciousness.

This approach reached a conclusion that all events can not be attributed to non-
causality if the author and readers do not feel to be causal, and all events themselves
include own internal logicai necessity, Especially, the events in Kososdl was developed in
two ways, One was the predestination determined by the will of Heaven, the other the
fatalism. The development of events in such ways gave a rationality to every event, with
use of such concepts as dream, prophecy, assistant means, evidential object, marked
evidence, and the intervention of critical descriptive writer, etc. This resulted that very
few events are non-causal,

Especially, dream was functioned to be a bridge of which the event predestinated in the
Heaven world is realized in the Ground world, This way of story development had been a
whole preparation of literature works, because most people of Yi dynasty tended to believe
that the dream is realized,

Some works produced in the latter Yi dynasty also showed non-causal events. This was
caused by the world perspective of transcendentalism being mixed with realism. However,
the non-causality tended to come about mostly for the good, with a happy end, This is

very natural in Kososdl whose major function is to fulfil readers’ wish. Therefore, this
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may be interpreted as a conceptual necessity which induces the readers’ identification with
the hero in the work,

However, the novelistic structure of such describing that ‘after all, it was turned out to
be him/her should be understood either for increasing the climax of interesting or as a
literary convention, rather than to be discordant with the epic genre in the medieval ages,

Therefore, it may be concluded that considering the world perspective and the historical
background of epic genre included in Kososdl, the non-causality is not a weak point, but

its characteristic.
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
