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This study has investigated the origins of Moden English verbs, according to Quirk
et al. (1985) division of English verbs. As a result, the regular full verbs of Modem
English stem from the weak verbs of Old English, the imegular full verbs from the
strong verbs of Old English, though some of them are derived from Old English weak
verbs. Among the Modemn English primary verbs, ‘be’ and ‘do’ originate from the
anomalous verbs of Old English, while ‘have’ stems from the weak verbs III of Old
English. Finally, ‘will’ and ‘would’, which belong to central modal auxiliaries, are derived
from the anamolous verbs and the other central modals, that is, ‘can’, ‘could’, ‘may’,
‘might’, ‘must’, ‘shall’, and ‘should’ all originate from the strong-weak verbs of Old
