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Summary

A Study on the Measure of Security

Kim, Soo-Kil

The measure of security has been needed as a complement to or as a substitution of
penalty because the former uniform execution of penalties no longer is an appropriate step
of crime prevention in terms of the present intensifying reality of crimes, The necessity
of the Measure of Security has been accepted also in Korea, which has introduced and exe-
cuted this system by means of establishing the Protection of Social Act on December in
1980,

This paper aims at investigating the present situation and the problems of the Measure
of Security in Korea and suggesting the improvement scheme, with the genmeral theory of
this system and the Protection of Social Act as the central point,

Although the Measure of Security is a desirable system intended to protect criminals
and the society simultaneously, but many problems are being raised in the process of its
execution, For that reason the Measure of Security that is adapted to Korean actual circum-
stances is to be settled on the basis of good perception and adequate study of this
system

As the policies for establishing the Measure of Security the following plans should be
devised

First, the Measure of Security that is suitable for Korea must be accommodated in the
criminal law by integrating and setting in good condition all sorts of Measures of Secur-
ity such as the Security of Social Act, the protection of Social Act_ the probation, the
habitation restriction, the protective detention and the curative detention which are adopted
as special laws

Second, the principle of legality is to be applied correspondingly because the Measure
of Security is a eriminal punishment that brings about deprivation and restriction of indi-
vidual liberty, And exhaustive legal control must be ensured concerning the procedure and
execution of the measure of security,

Third, medical and educational facilities must be established sufficiently in order to
protect the society from crimes and make criminals return to the society by edifying them,

In addition human and material resources should be ensured for utilizing these facilities,
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
