There is an intimate relationship between local autonomy and community welfare for
the aged. Anyway, the local autonomy in Korea has been suspended since '70s, so
that the community welfare could not have been developed. Therefore, the community
welfare for the aged wés the same as before. Nowadays, the enactment of Local
autonomy has been debated in the Congress. But, as of now, the local autonomy is
not enacted. In the meantime, several presses in Seoul let it be known that local
autonomy will be enacted in time to come. It remains to be seen. But, when it comes
to the enactment of Local autonomy, the sooner, the better.
