A Study on the Maritime Significance of Demise Charter
and Ship Management Contract for Tug or Barge Boat
Which Employed in Marine Construction

In marine construction, a regular charterparty form is used as a charterparty
for tug boats which are employed and demise charter form is practically
used for barge boat charterparty.

The most important consequences of the distinction between the bare-boat
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or demise and the other form of charters flow from the fact that the
bare-boat charterer or demise charterer is looked on as the owner of the
vessel pro hac vice or the ‘disponent’” owner.

In a voyage or time charter the charterer can direct where the ship will
go but the owner of the ship retains possession of the ship through its
employment of the master and crew. In a bare-boat charter, on the other
hand, the owner gives possession of the ship to the charterer and the
charterer hires its own master and crew.

The bare-boat charterer or demise charterer is liable for the loss occurred
to the third party in spite of registration ship's demise when the bare-boat
charterer or demise charterer used the ship in the navigation, because the
bare-boat charterer or demise charterer has the right of command and
management of the master.

Whether a ship management company has full authority to supervise and
control the vessel or not, its behavior depends on the definition of shipowner

for the limitation proceeding or not.
