This review was designed to dicuss paradoxical interventions and their use in sport. To
achive this goal, several examples( case studies) of paradoxical intervention in sport were
presented. The concepts of first —order second—order change processes and paradox
logic were explaned in detail. The possibilities of applying paradoxical cognitive processes
to sport coaching were dicuss. Finally, 1 suggest that paradoxical techniques should be
used in conjoin with other methods of psychological intervention during a process of psy-
chotherapy. Future studies should provide scientific evaluation of paradoxical interven-
tions, expecially within the area of sport. Also, empirical validation of this technique

should be tested with Korean athletes.
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
