A study about Ellwood P. Cubberley's basic topic of
educational history

This study found and analyzed a form of continuity in the history of the
historiography of American Education, and investigated the social and intellectual
milieus for its historical unfolding.

The study identified Ellwood P. Cubberley as the archetype of t he modern
controversies over American educational historiography. His historiographical themes
were found to be germa ne to the historiographical discussions in any phase of the
development.

The first response to Cubberley was the so-call ed "functionalist” history whcih
advanced two major Cubberleyan themes. The second response was the "cult uri st"
criticism whcih largely rejected Cubberleyan premises. The third response was found in
the "radical re visi onist" restoration of some Cubberleyan themes. With the coming of
the "apologist” historian in the | ate 1970's, the history of American educational
historiography completed one cycle of its development after Cubberley.

The way for the development has been always contingent on the cultural contexts as
well as on the complication in the internal logic of historiographical discussion. By way
of furthering and transcending the archetypal elements, the history of the historiography
of American education supported Higham's thesis on American historical thought.
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
