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Summary

A Study of Guidance

— With Emphasis on Vocational Guidance —
by
Hyun Ia-hong

In 1958, a “guidance campaign” was launched across the nation. It was a result of
the counsellors' workshop sponsored by the Board of Education of Seoul Special City,
Since then, many studies have been conducted on various phases and aspects of “guid-
ance”. But vocational guidance failed to draw much interest and this was because, in
the past, very few could expect to find any job whatever. Subsequent development
of industries in Korea, however, has opened up the possibility-of increasing employ-
ment and emphasizes the imperative necessity of vocational guidance in educational
institutions.

Since vocational guidance is a sub-branch of “guidance”, the writer has reviewed
the significance, necessity and functional scope of guidance in the beginning of this
thesis. As for vocational guidance, the writer has discussed, in addition to fudame-
ntal problems in preparing trainees for employment, professional aptitude testing,
vocational choice, occupational analysis and information processing, evaluation of
trainees’ mental and physical capability and aftercares needed to them.

In Korea great changes are now taking place in every field and vocatinal guidance
is getting more difficult to achieve a real success, Those who are in charge of voca-
tional guidance should make exact diagnosis of each trainee on one hand and on the
other should gather concrete and comprehsnsive information about occupation and its
subdivisions.
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
