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Summary

A Study on Promotion Activity for Hotel Industry
in the Cheju-do Area

— with priority given to room management —

This study is based on the results of questionaires and documentary records. The analysis of
questionaires revealed the following problem areas.
First: Room occupancy rate is generally low..
Second: Publicity activity serves as the means of promotion activity, and publicity activity for
foreign touriests is restricted to Japan.
Third: Each hotel conducts it’s own promotion activity.

The solution to the problem areas may be sought through the following corrected measures.
First: Attractions much be developed and expanded to lure a greater diversified market.
Second: An organization solely responsible for promotion activities of Cheju should be established
in order to promote the whole Cheju-do area systematically for the international and domestic
tourists market. Above all, not only the active support of the Cheju-do provincial authorities, but
also the participation of the major tourist industries are essential prerequisite to the success of the
organization.
Third: To enforce concentrated and continuous promotion activity, target markets should be
selected by market segmentation.
Fourth: Various sports events, events for educational purposes, international conferences, study
seminars and special interest groups besided opinion leaders in reference groups should be activiely
attracted to Cheju-do.
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
