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Summary

The Characteristics of Korean Political Culture

Kang Kun-hyung

The objective of this thesis is to analyze the characteristics of Korean political culture. For
this study, my hypothesis is that the political instability in Korea is mostly due to political
cultural dualism. Political cultural dualism can be defined as the juxtapositional existance of
an authoritarian political culture and a democratic political culture, especially as found in
transitional society. This political cultural dualism, usually brings about a political cultural
gap among the many social groups. This causes authoritarian regimes, student and labor
unions’ anti-government demonstrations and a prevalent political indifference of the masses.

In this research, I analyze the characteristics of the polctical culture of some occupational
groups in modern Korea: ruling elite group (ruling party’s assemblymen), non-ruling elite
group (university students, professors, journalists), farmers group, and workers group. The
empirical data made by some scholars are used to measure the characteristics of the political
culture and the degree of authoritarian or democratic attitudes found in each of the above
groups. The degree of political interest, political confidence. political input capability,
critical attitude toward government, ability to compromise. and value relativism are utilized
as indicatiors.

As a result of this analysis. I have found that the ruling elite and farmers have a relatively
more authoritarian political culture than a democratic political culture: the non-ruling elite, a
more democratic political culture; workers, a neutral political culture. Such a political
cultural dualism and political cultural gap have resulted in a legitimacy crisis which is
the typical phenomena in politically unstable societies.

Therefore, 1 found the following conclusion: a stable democracy can be achieved when
we have a democratic political culture which harmonizes the political cultural gap among the

many political groups.
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
