A Study on the Direction and Strategies of
Environmental Administration

Environmental administration starts with the assumption that man is part of nature and
has his being in the energy-nutrient cycles of the ecosystem. Since the ecosystem pro-
vides the very essence of his existence as an orgarnism, he cannot live apart from it nor
Qutsi_de natural laws or biological processes.

Yet, ironically, a framework of thought and decision structure has come into being,
from the scientific and industrial revolutions, that man can “conquer” nature operate
outside of its biological process. This failure to include himself as part of the biological
process is the crux of the environmental crisis, because the residuals from productive
activity are overwhelming the ecosystem’s ability to aborb the wasteload. The result is a
potential ecological disaster.

An angle on the combination between economic growth and the preservation of the
environment can be differed in view of the peculiar circumstances of the country.

This study aims to find strategies to the problem of the environment with the above
standpoint. Accordingly, the theory of the regional development is reviewed in chapter I
and the problem of the environment in Cheju Do is studied in reation to the case of
development dispute in chapter II.

In conclusion, the direction and strategies to solve the problem of the environment can
be suggested as follows.

First, the recognition of the policy-maker who form and implement the environmental
policy should be converted from growth-oriented to environment-oriented strategy.

Second, the efficiency of environmental administration is required.

Third, the capacity in local environmental administration must advanced.

Finally, we need make the most of mixed organization between the public and the

private.
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
