A Study on Rudolf von Laban’s Movement Education

For the purpose of the study on Rudolf von Laban’s movement education,
the origin, development, and contents of the movement education have been
sti d.ied and the results are as followings; First, the educational view of
Laban’s human movement theory is said to be the movement education.
Second, the movement education began in 1940s when the educational effect
of the modern dance by Laban’s human movement theory was acknowledged
to be taught at physical education in England. Third, Laban's human
movement of a new teaching method in physical education is an education
for the whole man that, according to a trait of character of child’s,
develops child’'s mind, body, and emotion harmoniously without the con-
ditions of his body and mind. And fourth, the course of learning the body
activities is the process oriented education that enhances the creativity and
problem solving capacity of child with the problem solving and guided

discovery.
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
