1. An educated person must be able to think and wrte clearly and
effectively.

2. An educated person should have achieved depth in some field of
knowledge. Cumulative learning is an effective way to develop a student’s
powers of reasoning and analysis, and for undergraduates this is the main
role of concentrations.

3. An educated person should have a critical appreciation of the ways in
which we gain and apply knowledge and understanding of the universe, of
society, and of ourselves. Specially, he or she should have an informed
acquaintance with the aesthetic and intellectual experience of literature and
the arts; with history as a mode of understanding present problems and the
processes of human affairs; with the concepts and analytic techniques of
modern social science; and with the mathematical and experimental methods
of the physical and biological sciences.

4. An educated person is expected to have some understanding of, and
experience in thinking about, moral and ethical problems. It may well be
that the most significant quality in educated persons is the informed
judgement which enables them to make discriminating moral choices.

5. Finally, an educated American in the last third of this century cannot
be provincial in the sense of being ignorant of other cultures and other
times. It is no longer possible to conduct our lives without reference to the
wider world within which we livee A crucial difference between the
educated and the uneducated is the extent to which one's own life

experience is viewed in wider contexts.
